Beaumont Parish Boundary Review. (53/25). Mr Cleminson received a response from Lee Jardine, Senior Specialist – Elections, stating that following the review by the Local Government Boundary Commission (report due December 2025), they will contact all parish councils asking them to submit a request for a community governance review with a view to commencing them in 2026 for changes to be implemented by 2027. Ongoing

Registration of Common Land and Village Greens in the Parish. The date for submission is no later than 15th March 2027.  This action will be taken forward by Mr Greenwood.  Ongoing

Purchase signs for PC Common Land. These will be purchased when more information is available re the registration of Common Land and Village Greens. This action will be merged with 72/25 above.  Closed

Local Council Award Scheme. To take off the agenda for now to focus on meeting criteria for Assertion 10 – Digital and Data Compliance. Closed until further notice

Kirkandrews on Eden Waste Bin Emptying and payment. The bin has now been emptied and all seems to be in order. Closed

Flytipping at Grinsdale – Mr Betts sent a report to say the new and larger flytipping sign at Grinsdale is a good deterrent. Closed

Beaumont Village Green Tree Pruning (118/24). Mr Greenwood has been in touch with Mark Lloyd Trees, in Thurstonfield, who has suggested we have the tree assessed again Spring 2026. Ongoing

Gas substation in Monkhill – Mr Greenwood has received a response from Cumberland Highways who have confirmed that the barrier has been set at the correct distance from the cabinet to prevent vehicle impact and is set back to the correct distance from the carriageway edge. They will try to ensure that the grass is kept short, and the visibility is maintained as much as is possible and will monitor the issue to see if it requires further investigation, but at this stage no further action is anticipated. All agreed to keep an eye on it and flag up any further issues. Closed
Overgrown footpath at Priory Grange – Mr Betts sent a report to say that the footpath at priory grange is to be cut back by Cumberland Council and he has chased them again. Ongoing
