Members considered the Draft Pre-submission Fleckney Neighbourhood Plan that had been prepared by the Fleckney Neighbourhood Plan Steering Committee copies of which had been previously circulated. The Clerk provided an update on the amendments that had been made following the last meeting. Members discussed at some length the wording of Policy F18. Two options had been provided by the planning consultant to limit retail development outside of the village centre.
