Minutes of the normal meeting of Templeton Community Council
Held on 21st July 2022
Present: Cllrs Kathrin Williams (Chair), Barbara Priest, Elwyn Morse, Liz Burns, Peter Morgan, Jason Jennings plus a member of the public. 
Cllr Williams welcomed everyone to the meeting.
1) To accept apologies for absence.  There were apologies received from Mark Simpkins, which were accepted. 

2) To disclose personal and prejudicial interests in the items listed below.  There were interests declared by Cllr Burns for the Play Park item

3) Questions from members of the public regarding items on the agenda. There were no questions received. 

4) To sign the minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the meeting on 21st July had been previously circulated. They were agreed as correct, and were duly signed by the Chairman.

5) To report on matters arising from previous minutes and decide further action as required:

Play Park. The Council heard that the critical repairs had been carried out, but the replacement timber posts needed for some other repairs were not currently available. All play equipment was usable. It was agreed to start researching potential new equipment suppliers for future use. The chat bench had been treated and installed.

External CCTV. A user guide had been compiled and would be passed to the relevant Cllrs.

Boar’s Head Junction. There were no updates since the previous meeting, but it was hoped to have something for the October meeting.

Knights Court issues.  No issues had been reported in the last couple of months. 

Council provided community social events. This was postponed to the October meeting. It was agreed to go ahead with the winter warmth project, working with other local community groups, if the funding became available.

Fireworks and bonfire. It was agreed to go ahead with this event on Saturday 5th November. It was noted that the bonfire was an attraction – not many local places provided one. Although the date was likely to clash with other firework events, it was put on for the local community. The purchase of the fireworks was agreed, and (after the Clerk briefly explained the selection and purchase process undertaken) accepted as the best value available even though it was marginally above the Financial Regulations’ limit in the circumstances. The organisation of the refreshments would be made in the October meeting. If the winter warmth project goes ahead, then potentially the bucket collection could go towards that. 

Storage on the Green. Some initial prices had been obtained. The preferred location required clarification on the hedge removal in the corner. The Clerk would contact PCC to clarify the situation, and follow up on the other outstanding footpath project issues.

Council vacancies. A member of the public had expressed an interest, and was present in the meeting. After a short speech and discussion, they were duly voted onto the Council, and would complete their Declaration of Office as soon as possible. 


6) New items of business:

South Pembs Action Group. The Clerk had been in correspondence with the group regarding Templeton Station, and would propose to the relevant authorities that the station be considered for re-opening if possible.

Solar panels. The Clerk had provided  a report on the potential for an immersion heater controller. It was agreed to meet with a potential contractor prior to the October meeting to obtain further information on the options available. 

CWBR. This was a PLANED assisted initiative aimed at encouraging youth involvement in local councils. After discussion it was agreed to support this and become involved should the opportunity arise in the Templeton area.

Alcohol licence use. St John’s Church and TCA had both applied to use TCC’s licence for events. Both uses were agreed. 

Local road and other repair and maintenance issues. The outstanding list was reviewed and updated. The Clerk would contact PCC Officers to chase up the outstanding concerns. 

Remembrance. It was agreed to purchase the same wreaths as last year.  It was noted that the Hall might not be available for provision of teas afterwards. 

Clerk laptop. The Clerk had provided a report on the aging laptop. After discussion it was agreed she should purchase a new one suitable for the use required, as well as an external hard drive for back up purposes. 

Hall Acquisition of beer bottle fridge and tall normal fridge. These were both agreed.  It was also stated that new dishwasher racks were required, and it was agreed to get these.

Village Green dog signage. ‘No dogs allowed’ signage had now been installed at the various entrances to the Village Green and for the North Green. 

	
7) Items of correspondence
· Notice of firing – Templeton Airfield. This was noted.
· One Voice Wales free training. This was noted.
· Hywel Dda UHB power point update on new hospital progress. This was noted.

8) County Councillor’s report. Cllr Morse spoke about the provision of speed indicator devices (SIDs) for the village. He noted that the one at the top of the village had now been repaired, not removed as originally planned. It was also noted that the camera van was not in the village as often as local residents would like, and that speeding was a serious concern. He hoped to provide more information at the next meeting. 

Finally Cllr Morse stated he had been very honoured to represent this Council at the recent service commemorating the life of Queen Elizabeth II in St David’s Cathedral.

11) Councillors’ reports and matters for next meeting. 

A resident query had been received regarding a temporary parking area in Potters Grove still being in place, and used. The Clerk would contact PCC regarding the reinstatement of the verge.

It was also raised that there was a constant flow of water from an area under a wall at the top of the village. The Clerk would report this to Welsh Water for investigation. 

There was a query raised regarding public access to the Blue Lagoon in the Bluestone site. Cllr Morse would make enquiries on this matter within PCC, since it had been partially funded from local money on the understanding it would be open to Pembrokeshire residents. 

Concern was raised about the hedge again encroaching onto the pavement at the Boar’s Head junction. Cllr Morse would raise this matter again.

The next meeting was agreed to take place on Thursday 20th October 2022, starting at 7.30pm.
