083/15 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/15/00192/FUL – demolition of existing single storey flat roofed extension.  Erection of 2-storey extension with single storey link to adjacent garage – 39 Wilson Way – Mr A Barker
WP/15/00212/FUL – change of use of vacant commercial land to private garden – inclusion of land within the curtilage of the adjoining dwelling – 4 The Dell – Mr P Johnson
WP/15/00218/FUL – erection of single storey rear extension & first floor side extension over garage – re-submission following the refusal of WP/14/00698/FUL – 12 Mills Close – Mr G Mills
WP/15/00221/FUL – erection of a new garage – 117 Doddington Rd – Mrs C Osili
WP/15/00257/OUT – outline application with some matters reserved for a 3 bedroom bungalow in rear garden of 115 Doddington Rd (access, appearance, layout and scale to be determined at this stage) – to the rear of 115 Doddington Rd – Mr W Griffiths
WP/15/00264/FUL – erection of a conservatory to rear elevation – 6 Mount Pleasant – Mr & Mrs Lower.
Following discussion, no comments were required on the applications received.
(b) Claim by Redrow Homes South Midlands Pursuant to Section 288 of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990 – land at Station Rd, Earls Barton, NN6 0NT – the Clerk advised that the hearing in the high court had been set to begin on 7 October.  The Clerk will meet with BCW in June to discuss the hearing.

084/15 Finance & Projects
(a) Audit 2014/15 – The Clerk presented the end of year accounts.  Each point on Section 2 – Annual Governance Statement 2014/15 of the audit return was read out to the members for consideration.  It was unanimously agreed that points 1-8 be approved as “yes” with point 9 being approved as “not applicable”.  The Internal Auditors report was presented to the members.  It was unanimously agreed to approve the end of year accounts and forward to the External Auditor for consideration.
(b) Change of Signatories on Bank Accounts – it was resolved to amend the signatories on the Skipton Building Society Sports Fund to Cllrs Bond, Mills and Morrall.  The Clerk is to look into internet banking on the current and reserve accounts and will report back at the next meeting.
(c) Treeworks 2015/16 – the responses to the tender invitation for carrying out treework in 2014/15 were considered.  Following discussion and a vote it was resolved to award the contract to Midland Tree Specialists.

085/15 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – PCSO Hurst attended and advised that 9 crimes were reported in April. An action plan has been put in place to deal with a recent spike in burglaries relating to motorcycle crime.  No further burglaries have been reported in the past week.  Extra patrols are also being carried out around the school following reports of a man trying to gain access to the playground.
(b) Parish Special Constables – Parish Councillors Summit – 9 June 2015 – Cllr Morrall to attend.

086/15 Neighbourhood Plan
The Clerk reported that the Examination Hearing has now been held and a report will hopefully be issued by the end of May.  The Clerk will be attending a meeting with BCW in June to discuss the examination and next steps.  

087/15 Sports and Leisure Development
A meeting with DWH regarding pitch layout was cancelled due to illness and we are currently awaiting a new date.  No date has yet been set for signing the final land agreement.  A request was received from EB Cricket Club for a meeting with the EBPC.  The Clerk will arrange this.  It was resolved to approve the legal costs (£750 plus £220 per hour for any necessary amendments) to create a company limited by guarantee for the Sports Association.  Discussions will then be held in the future about whether to register the company as a Community Amateur Sports Club.

088/15 Earls Barton Junior Youth Club 
Cllr Bond advised that the current voluntary leader of EB Junior Youth Club is stepping down from September.  Despite advertising for a replacement, only one applicant has come forward.  It was resolved to advertise the vacancy as a paid position with the salary being covered from reserves until the end of the year and then budgeted from 2016/17.
 
089/15 Licensing Act 2003 – Application from Earls Barton Sports Association
As no objections had been received from members of the public, it was resolved that no comment was required.

090/15 Earls Barton Post Office
Cllr Mills reported that Earls Barton Post Office is due to close in the autumn.  Alternatives are currently being explored.  It was resolved that the Clerk writes to the Post Office and asks them to take every opportunity to support an alternative so as not to lose this vital facility.

091/15 Pioneer Sports Field 
It was resolved to refuse a request to fly drones at Pioneer Sports Field due to its proximity to the site of special scientific interest.

092/15 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Highway Land of Aggate Way – update – still waiting for NCC searches team to complete their checks.
(b) Request for Bollard outside Premier, Station Road – NCC have advised that the alternative options of building up the kerb or creating a loading bay are not feasible.  It was resolved that local businesses be consulted before a decision is made regarding installing a bollard.
(c) War Memorial – it was resolved that Mineral Star carries out work to extend the paving in the War Memorial garden.  The Clerk will also consult the Royal British Legion regarding works to the memorial.
(d) Brown Tourist Signs – a request for funding to be directed to County Councillor Paul Bell
(e) Mole/Rabbit Monitoring – it was resolved that the Clerk look into the cost of alternative provider.
