3. Minutes: Market Events and Tourism Committee 10th August 2020

4. Outstanding actions agreed at previous meetings.
The Deputy Town Clerk reported that Look East have not been approached as the Auction in particular, had expressed concern that this was not the right time for filming.
5. Report from the Town Clerk regarding Market issues with input from the Market Superintendent:
The Deputy Town Clerk reported that there were no major issues at the market, most people were observing Covid  regulations. There was an issue with a van pulling onto a space by Routs, so The Watchman had been asked to move back into his usual Pitch to block this from happening. The Rotary Club have asked for a Pitch for 3 hours for 10 weeks to sell raffle tickets, following a week with the Smalls for All stall. The policy is for charities to have a free Pitch once a quarter. They have approached a Councillor to ask for a reduced rate for nine of the ten weeks. Following a discussion it was agreed to allow 4 weeks and review it at the next meeting. 

Mr Ratcliffe has requested a change to his Licence to allow him to buy as well as sell gold and silver. Agreed.

6.    Reports from Market Trader Representatives

6.1. Saturday Market and Auction: Mr Cross reported that the Auction was going well and was full every week. Ms Robinson is now standing on steps to run the Auction. People are wearing face coverings to bid. A Councillor had expressed concerns to the Deputy Town Clerk about social distancing not being practiced. Cllr Beech had stood and watched and had no concerns.

6.3. Poultry Auction: There was no report. 

7. Reports on Events

7.1. Update on VE day event 6th June 2021 Two grants, of £500 each, have been given by Norfolk Community Foundation, who are administering them on behalf of Breckland Council. They have agreed that they can be amalgamated and carried forward to next year. Waitrose have given £300 through their green disc scheme. It was agreed that the Deputy Town Clerk contact all Councillors to form a working group to organise this event and invite Mr Brian Armitage and the Project Officer, Mrs Sue Dent, to be involved.

7.2. Update on the prize giving for the garden competition.  This has been arranged for Sunday, 27th September at 2.00pm at the Buttercross, with the Lord High Sherriff presenting the prizes. There are no funds available from this Committee, so an application to Council from general reserves would need to be made for prize money and refreshments. 

7.3. Update on the Christmas Market 6th December The Committee agreed that the Office organise it and approach Mrs D Bell to bring a small funfair.
