11/2026 Members declaration of interest for items on the agenda

13/2026 Approval of minutes from meeting held 07/01/2026
These minutes were approved by resolution and signed by Dr A Khaliq
14/2026 Consultation for the Local Plan draft review regulation 18.
The Councillors discussed the Local Plan draft and found that it wasn’t really relevant to Maidford as none of the changes/developments were close by.
15/2026 Update on improvements around the village.
Work is starting by the landscape gardener in the centre of the village on 30/3/26.
At present the total spend is approximately £13800 ex VAT.
16/2026 Planning update
Orchard bungalow – Dr Khaliq is going to speak to the owner again as it has been stated that the full approved development is now not going ahead. As planning permission was granted for the full development the applicant will need to apply for the revised development to gain permission. Also the boundary wall has not been finished in accordance with the planning permission that was granted.
The land off Townsend- The enforcement case has been closed as there was no evidence to suggest that the barn was being used as a ‘work place’. It was also noted the retrospective planning permission for the new style of barn had been refused as the applicant couldn’t come to agreement with the planning authority.
Maidford House Farm. The Parish Council is going to ask WNC to undertake a survey of the drainage on Chapel Lane to see if it has suitable capacity for the additional waste that will be produced from the new houses. There were also concerns that the road that is supposed to be used for access to the site is not being used yet, all traffic appears to be using Chapel Lane. Also, there are concerns that the roof aspect of the old barns may need to be changed due to lack of height in the barns.
17/2026 Financial report and approval of payments.
This was read by Dr S Khaliq. It was noted that VAT had not been reclaimed for the year to date but this would be done before the next meeting. The payments to The Village Sign People of £4982 and K.Bigley for £3200 were approved to be paid before the end of the financial year.
