3PL/2019/0713/D Application for Reserved matters for 175 dwellings including affordable housing, infrastructure and open space following outline application 3PL/2016/0068/O (phase 4 & 5). Land to the West of Watton Road, Abel Homes Ltd.

Paul LeGrice, Abel Homes Ltd was invited to provide a brief update on the changes since the original outline planning application had been approved. He then answered several questions from the Committee concerning affordable housing location, trees & hedges, attenuation tanks, car charging.
Cllr Scott thanked Mr LeGrice for providing the additional information for the Committee to consider.

Cllr Scott proposed the Committee add a comment asking the Breckland District Planning Committee to look to a potential pathway on the eastern boundary of the development adjacent to Watton Road to aid connectivity and public safety along the Watton Road. Cllr Scott also proposed the Committee recognise the positive step the developers were taking in minimising the potential air quality effect on Swaffham with 140 out of 175 properties having car charging facilities installed.

NO OBJECTION with Comment: Swaffham Town would ask Breckland District Planning Committee to look to a potential pathway on the eastern boundary of the development, adjacent to Watton Road, to aid connectivity and public safety along the Watton Road. The Council would also like to acknowledge that the development has car charging facilities in 140 out of the proposed 175 properties (every property with a garage) which is a positive step towards minimising the effect of the additional  housing development on the air quality in and around Swaffham.
