


St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on Wednesday 27th May 2026 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate, at 7.30pm.

Present:  the Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllr I Penny, Cllr Senior, Cllr Trevennor, County Councillor Mark Burnett, Mr Stuart Beauchamp, Mr Carl Dixon, Ms Sarah Hart, and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor were in attendance.

1. Welcome by the Chairman.  The Chairman Cllr Langley welcomed the attendees, and the members of the public who were in attendance.

2. Apologies and minutes.  There were apologies from Cllr S Penny, who was putting together the parish magazine. The minutes of the previous Annual Parish Meeting and Annual Parish Council Meeting had been signed the previous year at the ensuing meeting.

3. Reports to the Parish:
a) The Parish Council Chairman’s report. Cllr Langley reported it had been a fairly busy year for the parish council, and it had dealt with a number of issues during the year.
b) County Councillor. Cllr Burnett spoke of his first year as a County Councillor, which had been a learning curve for him as he started understanding different aspects of his role, including learning how the county council works, budgeting and other issues. He had been involved in reversing some unpopular decisions made by the previous administration, including the closure of public toilets.
c) Parish organisations. Cllr Langley reported that the hall continues to be useful and attract many users and events, with a minimum of problems. Other groups, including the Short Mat Bowls, are going well.
The clerk reported that the Mowesi – of which she is a member – has seen a small drop in membership but is considering changing to lunchtime meetings, which has proved a good move for other WIs.

4. Consideration of parish matters not requiring prior notice.  Nothing to report.

5. Chairman’s closing address and thanks. The Chairman thanked all the attendees. 



St Juliot Parish Council

Minutes of the Parish Council Annual Meeting held on Wednesday 27th May 2026 at Otterham & St Juliot Hall, Marshgate, following the Annual Parish Meeting at 7.30pm.

Present:  Chairman Cllr Langley, Cllr I Penny, Cllr Senior and Cllr Trevennor, County Councillor Mark Burnett, Mr Stuart Beauchamp, Mr Carl Dixon, Ms Sarah Hart, and the clerk Mrs Wendy Trevennor were in attendance.

26/11        Apologies for absence/Declaration of interest.  There were apologies from Cllr S Penny as stated, and all members present reported no changes in their Declarations of Interests. 

26/12        Election of Chairman and Vice-Chairman.  Cllr Trevennor proposed that Cllr Langley be re-elected as Chairman, seconded by Cllr Senior, which was then agreed nem con.  Cllr Langley then proposed that Cllr Trevennor should be re-elected as Vice-Chairman, which was seconded by Cllr I Penny and also agreed nem con.

26/13       Minutes of the last meeting.  The minutes of the last meeting held on 19th March 2026 were agreed and signed as a true record by the Chairman.

26/14	Review of the Standing Orders. These were circulated ahead of the meeting. No changes were proposed, and they were signed by the Chairman.
	
26/15        Review of the Risk Assessment.  The Risk Assessment had been circulated ahead of the meeting. There had been damage at the telephone kiosk, a low pane of glass in the door having been broken, but this had been repaired without cost to the Parish Council. No changes were made and the RA was signed by the Chairman. 
	GDPR: the Parish Council’s statement had been updated by Cllr Trevennor to include data management security. The councillors voted nem con to adopt the updated document, and it was signed by the Chairman.

26/16	Planning
a) General matters relating to planning.  The council was in receipt of information about Preparing a Neighbourhood Priorities Statement ahead of the County Council’s planning document for 2030-2050. This will be discussed in greater detail at the next meeting. 

26/17       Finance.
a) Annual financial statement to 31st March 2026.  The clerk showed a spreadsheet. The bank balance being £6430.31 on 31st March 2026, of which £2924.15 is unspent CIL grant money. The clerk noted that we had paid £57.50 in bank charges over the year. It was agreed to investigate whether Co-op Bank offered a free account to parish councils. 
b) Adoption of the financial statement.  The members agreed the statement, and the Chairman signed it.
c) The AGAR. The clerk had prepared the Certificate of Exemption and the attached papers, and selected the period from 29th June to 7th August inclusive as the window for the exercise of public rights. The AGAR was examined and agreed, and signed by the RFO and the Chairman. Cllr Burnett raised a query about the RFO signing as the internal auditor, and will look into whether this is allowed, although the clerk said this had been her unquestioned practice in previous years.
d) Authorisation of payments due to date. The members agreed the following payments, which were issued as cheques: Chq no 0034 for £196 to Zurich for parish insurance, chq 0035 for £200 for Tresparrett Methodist Church, chq 0036 for £200 to Otterham & St Juliot Hall, chq 0037 for £200 to Otterham School PTA, and chq 0038 for £200 to St Juliot Church. An invoice has not yet been received from Hugofox for our web pages; this usually falls due in the autumn. A decision was taken not to rejoin CALC again, as it was expensive for the service provided.
 
26/18       	The Triangle Green. Roy Biscombe has agreed to continue grass cutting.
a) The parish noticeboard. Some discussion took place, with a suggestion that the board did not need replacing as only part of it was rotten. However, as the clerk affirmed that she had trouble opening and closing the board to post notices, it was felt this was a good use of the CIL grant money.
b) The salt box. It was agreed that this, as a matter of public safety, should take precedence over the noticeboard, and a budget of £300 was agreed. If the box is likely to cost more, it can be discussed further at the next meeting.	

26/19	Traffic and speeding. (This item was taken out of order to accommodate the Speedwatch personnel who had attended the meeting). Mr Stuart Beauchamp gave a report on the work of the organisation during the year and some alarming statistics: the average speed of cars passing through the village is 9mph above the legal limit: so drivers in the 20mph zone are averaging 29mph, and 39mph in the 30mph zone. Mr Beauchamp inquired as to what becomes of the data from the smart signs at either end of the village, and he volunteered to collect this data if required. Cllr Burnett will liaise with Barry Jordan, who was collecting the data. Mr Beauchamp reported that the Speedwatch volunteers have been doing a good job, but more volunteers are needed. Some have stood down and some report negative reactions from motorists, some of whom are their neighbours.
	However, a police enforcement detail is now planned in Marshgate due to the reports of the team, which include people reoffending two and three times after being stopped initially. 
	Mr Beauchamp’s suggestions include expanding the 20mph zone to include the current 30mph zone at the western end of the village, as motorists speed up in this area, and moving the smart sign accordingly. He suggested that Highways should assess and repair or replace signage, as much of it is faded, that average speed cameras at either end of the village would be desirable, and also that thought be given to directing traffic away from the village and along the B3263 instead.
	The clerk suggested that another piece could be put in the parish magazine to encourage volunteers to join Speedwatch and to support the team’s work.

26/20	Correspondence had been forwarded. A questionnaire had been received from the County Council about Public Spaces Protection Order renewals due in October and concerning dog fouling and leash laws. The councillors agreed the clerk should respond with agreement to the by-laws continuing.

26/21	Reports had already been received at the Annual Parish Meeting at 7.30pm.  
 
26/22       Notice of Parish events, items for inclusion on future agenda and exchanges of information relevant to the Parish.  Camelford Show is on Wednesday 12th August in Marshgate.

26/23	AOB. None.
