5420 Apologies
Apologies were received from Councillors Long,  Fielding,  Blagg and  Ayton.
5421 Declaration of Interest
Declarations of interest were made by Councillor MacDonald (planning) and District Councillor Pressley for RDS.
5422 To approve the minutes of the annual meetings held 9th May 2017 and the meeting held 13th June.
Councillor Hauxwell proposed the May minutes be approved as a true and correct record, seconded by Councillor Wild.  Councillor MacDonald proposed the June minutes be approved as a true and correct record, seconded by Councillor Jones.
5423 Matters arising 
a) Station Car Park -  A reply received had been circulated and Councillor Robinson stated that it is unsightly and the Parish Council are disappointed with the response which is unsatisfactory.  Councillors asked who are Network Rail answerable to and the clerk was asked to write to Mark Carne and ask who we can appeal to as we were dealt with arrogantly and felt Network Rail were against the Parish, District and County Councils.  Councillor MacDonald is attending the meeting tomorrow and will raise issues at the meeting.  Questions were asked as to whether the Chief Executive of Bassetlaw can get involved.  Councillors would also like to know how many of the new trains will actually stop at Shireoaks.
b) Cricket ground - We are still waiting to hear further.
c) Village signs - Councillors agreed that the suggested brick colours were right.  It was also agreed that the train and winding wheels should be black and the boat should have a black base and a green top.
d) Fireworks -  There is a meeting tomorrow.
e) Carnival - We will ask them to come and give a breakdown at the next meeting.
f) Monks Wood Estate (Bovis) - The meeting has not taken place yet.  Councillor Jones has been to visit the area and felt that it would cost more than the amount quoted to sort.  He suggested that if we do take it over nothing should be decided until after a meeting with Bovis who should put it back to standard and pay all legal fees along with a years cost for future maintenance.
g) Litter Bins - This has been delivered and SWHL are to be asked to install it on a slab.  McDonalds have sent us the cheque for the bin.
h) Benches Review - The benches are looking smarter.
i) Defibrillator - Nothing further has been heard.
j) Church Clock - There is a meeting on Friday to prepare the quote which will be sent to us hopefully next week.
k) Weight and Height restrictions on roads in the village and appropriate signage - Nothing further has been heard.
