Draft Minutes of meeting held on 6th January 2026 at Finmere Village Hall
Present:-

1.  APOLOGIES (19.31)

Apologies were received from District Cllr Nigel Simpson (NS), Cllr Mike Kerford-Byrnes (MKB) (Chair) and Cllr Mike Kirby (MK).  
KG chaired the meeting in her capacity as Vice Chair.

2.  DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST AND INVOLVEMENT (19.32)

ST declared an interest in VHMC matters.    KG declared an interest in flooding matters.
3.  MINUTES (19.33)

The minutes of the meeting of 2nd December 2025 were unanimously approved by all councillors present.
Resolved  (i) SC to place the minutes on the web.  

4.  DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT (19.34)

WBG had nothing to report re OCC; but confirmed that the elections would not be deferred and would take place on May 7th 2026.  There was no news from District Cllrs either.

(iv)  SC is to ask MKB to write to the local MP concerning riparian ownership issues.  Nothing further has been heard from Tony Brummell (CDC) yet.  (v)  SC is to continue chasing up the remaining Mere Rd issues with Scott White (SW) OCC, there has been no reply over the holiday period.  (vi)  SC is to again request a gulley cleaning list and schedule.

7.  FINANCIAL REPORT (20.20)

The quarterly financial reports for October to December were presented.  Internal controls for December were carried out.  The invoices from the last meeting have been paid. The full list of invoices, both from the agenda and any arriving since, was presented and signed.

8. S19/S137/URGENT BUSINESS (20.29)
There have been no requests for S137.  Invoices, a planning letter and the new grass cutting contract had been decided under urgent business.     
Resolved (i) To note the position.    
9.  FINMERE LANDFILL SITE UPDATE (20.30)

No activity is reported.  There has been no quarry liaison meeting.  There has been some odour.  
Resolved (i) SC is to remind people through Facebook that they can and should complain to the EA. 
10.  PLAYING FIELD PROGRESS AND CONDITION (20.32)
MK has reported that he has walked the playing field this month and reports that all is well.  Other matters were discussed.            
Resolved (i)   SC to contact the Cricket Club and ask for more info on the accidents that have occurred due to rabbit holes appearing on the outfield.  (ii)  SC is to ask for a copy of the cricket club risk assessment – or a copy of the assessment made by league umpires at each match.  (iii)  If necessary the PC can discuss pre-match procedures that may need to be carried out.  (iv)  SC is to request incident reports on any accidents from the South Northants Cricket League.  (v)  SC is to contact the rabbit controller that the PC have used before and ask for the field to be culled.  

11.  NEW RESIDENTS NOTIFICATIONS (20.37)
There are no new residents this month.

12.  PARISH CLERK HOUR’S DIARY (20.38)

The Clerk’s hours for the period 1 Oct 2025 – 31 Dec 2025 were presented.  They are slightly lower than the same quarter last year but consistent with previous year’s figures on an annual basis, allowing for the increase.

13.  ROAD REPAIRS (20.40)

The matter of items to be reported on fix-my-street was discussed.

Resolved  (i)  SC is to report a raised drain cover by the Jubilee Tree.  (ii)  SC is to report a section of Valley Rd.  (iii)  SC is to report the roundabout at the entrance to the village.  (iv)  SC is to send the code for all these reports to WBG so that he can monitor responses.

14.  PARISH PRECEPT REVIEW (20.45)

The matters of the budget for the current year, with revised estimates, and the probable budget requirement for next year were discussed.

Resolved  (i)  To keep the precept unchanged at £15,300, proposed MC, seconded JB, carried unanimously.  (ii)  SC is to submit this figure to CDC.
15.  POLICY REVIEWS (21.00)

Both the Privacy Policy and the SARS Policy, a part of GDPR, were reviewed.

Resolved  (i)  The policies were kept unchanged, proposed MC, seconded ST, carried unanimously.  (ii)  SC to put the reviewed policies on the web.

16.  SPORTS PAVILION LEASE (21.05)

The lease was to have been finalised.

Resolved  (i)  As MKB is absent and the full regulation list has not been received the item will be carried forward to the February agenda.

17.  GRASS CUTTING CONTRACT (21.06)

The terms of the new contract were discussed and agreed under urgent business, but the process needs to be minuted.  
Resolved  (i)  The contract is agreed, with a monthly cut from March till October, 8 cuts in all, price £295+VAT.  Extra cuts can be requested if required.  Proposed RB, seconded JB, carried unanimously.  (ii)  The PC will pay for one spray of all kerbs, edges to be carried out in April to May at a cost of £175, proposed ST, seconded RB, carried unanimously.  This may be repeated if it proves successful.
18.  PLANNING APPLICATIONS (21.10)
25/03134/AGN – Fuzz Field, Fulwell Rd – prior approval application for an open-sided lean-to on the side of an existing agricultural building – permission refused

Resolved  (i)  As the full information about the application was not available for inclusion on the agenda this application will have to be on the February agenda to satisfy transparency.

Newsletter – The tree planting day needs to be in a newsletter, other subjects could include news of the grass cutting contract and the fact that less cuts may well produce a slightly less neat finish.  The defibrillator training date of February 14th could also be included along with news of the hopeful return of the milestone if a space filler is needed.
Street lamps – there is a lamp burning at odd hours, but this may just be as it is in gloomy shade.  

Salt bin – There has been a complaint about the condition of the salt in one of the salt bins made on Facebook.  

Resolved  (i)  JB is to ask the school if they would like to be involved.  (ii)  JB is to consider the need to provide refreshments.  (iii)  SC is to inform MKB of the newsletter subjects.  (iv)  RB will keep an eye on the lamp.  (v)  SC will try to find out which bin the complaint referred to.

At this point KG left the meeting and JB assumed the Chair.  Item 6.03 Flooding was then addressed.
