Football Containers.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a request from the Fleckney Village Cricket Club to utilise the redundant football containers by re-siting them behind it existing containers. It was pointed out to the meeting that the containers belonged to the Football Club who had not been approached about the request. It was also pointed out that one of the objectives of the new equipment store was to enable the removal of the unsightly containers. It was also stated that if permission was granted the Cricket Club would need to arrange the relocation at its own expense. CCTV.

As the cost of providing new cabling and trenching would be prohibitive a quotation was being sought for a Wifi camera at the Skate Park combined with an upgrade to the cameras etc. at the Sports Centre.

Bowls Club/Cricket Club Netting.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer submitted a proposal to provide a 6m high mobile net system at a cost of £3,440 + VAT + £384.99 delivery.. He also confirmed that the two parties were unlikely to make any contribution towards its cost. Members expressed some concern as to whether 6m would be sufficient to stop balls clearing the roof. Members also expressed concern about the cost and felt a simpler and more cost effective solution would be to provide two metal poles with a net strung between similar to the dividing net on the All Weather Pitch. It was agreed this option would be investigated.
Resolved that the option of providing two metal posts with a net strung between be investigated.

Music Royalty Fees/Review of Charges.
Members considered the impact of music royalty fees on the charges for facilities. The cost per session where music was played was just over £4 but at the present time this cost was spread across all hirers. It was felt that it would not be equitable to increase the charges only for those playing music but that it should be treated as a venue cost which any hirer could benefit from. It was however agreed that the cost as with other costs would be taken into account when charges were viewed in the New Year.
