Minutes of the previous meeting  The minutes of the previous meeting were changed to add Cllr Bivens apologies and the wording of the Declaration of Interest, then unanimously approved as a true record and signed. 

Matters arising from the previous meeting 
YSCT Update  Cllr Woodward reported the contractor will contact her with dates to complete the work agreed.  The form received from NYCC to be completed by Cllr Woodward and the Clerk for CC Wilkinson’s grant of £1300 for a new notice board for the village.  Cllr Alderson was concerned there had been no proposed projects for High Worsall using money from the YSCT grant.  Cllr Woodward reported following the initial consultation there had been no comments put forward regarding High Worsall.   Following further discussion, the Chair concluded should there be any money remaining the PC could consider signage/planting.  
Highway Safety Inspection Manual B1264 Surface  It was agreed to reply to the email received.  The response received does not consider the danger to cyclists, with motorcyclists experiencing ‘tramlining’ which makes manoeuvring extremely hazardous.  The road surface suffers from a ‘spray part’ problem, which occurred when the road was originally top dressed but at the time steps were not taken to address this problem.  The PC again request the dangerous surface problem be revisited, the Clerk was asked to email again reiterating these points. 

Election Notice  The Clerk reported the notices have been put up.
Pump House Roof Tiles  The Clerk has reported she had met Jamie Rotheram HDC at the Pump House.  He will arrange to have the tiles that have fallen off put back with a view to possibly replacing all the tiles and completing some remedial work. Following the completed works the PC could be asked to take back the ownership of the Grade II listed building. Cllrs agreed to discuss this option should the work undertaken mean the building will not require further maintenance in the future longterm.
Hambleton DC Standards Hearings Panel PC Representatives  Noted.

Mr Thompson Cample Haye Village Road Letter  Covenant in the deeds of the property, consent required from the PC to carry out alterations, should a planning application be submitted to the PC it will be deal t with in the usual way.
