


Kirklington Parish Council Meeting
Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council held online (Zoom) on Tues 28th July 2020 (commencing 7.00pm).

Due to COVID-19 Lockdown this meeting was held online.

1. Apologies for absence
Sarah Sturgeon was unable to attend – apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Declaration of interest 
None declared.
3. Minutes of last meeting 
The minutes from the last meeting, held on Thurs 9th July 2020, were agreed as a true record and RSR confirmed that HC should sign on his behalf. Proposed RSR, seconded IW.
4. Adjournment for matters to be raised by the public for future consideration, and County/District Councillor items
None.
5. Financial matters (IW):
i) Clerk payment – payment for July was authorised – proposed AT, seconded MS
ii) Election Charges – payment of election recharge costs £64.81 was authorised – proposed RSR, seconded PM. ACTION:  HC to scan both sides of the invoice and forward to IW and also post original (20-21).
6. Planning (HC):
i) 20/01159/FULM – Brickfield farm, Hockerton Rd (Maxey’s) – proposed new farm shop and tearoom including ancillary accommodation and additional car parking facility (please note – amendments made to parking allocations).  OUTCOME – No objection / Unanimous (5 votes).
ii) 20/01179/FUL – Little Corkhill Farm, Corkhill Lane – conversion of traditional barn to three holiday lets. OUTCOME – No objection / Unanimous (5 votes).
iii) 20/01146/FUL – Holly Cottage, School Lane – construction of external staircase, door, two windows and rooflight to garage/car port to facilitate conversion to form accommodation at first floor level for occupants of Holly Cottage.  OUTCOME – No objection / Unanimous (5 votes).
Action – HC to submit all responses to NSDC as per process / deadlines (20-22).

Update re School Car Parking:
HC confirmed that planning permission had been granted to removed trees in the area of the car park, that planning has been requested to remove a section of hedgerow near the proposed exit, and that full planning permission for the overall project will be submitted in approx. 3 weeks.  IW confirmed that CIL funds are available.
Action – HC to updated affected residents SS, DS and ET; HC to contact NCC for estimated timeline for works and payment (17-53).

Additionally, formal thanks have been received from Belle Eau Park residents for the Parish Council’s support with the Planning Application for Lineage (Yearsley’s).

7. School Playing Field (HC) 
HC provided an overview of the points to be considered / included as part of the usage agreement.  Action – HC to submit to NCC with additional comments / questions as required, and will also forward final draft to KPC (17-57).

8. Date of next meeting - tbc
Please note that in line with Government guidelines, annual meetings have been suspended until 2021.  Future meetings will be agreed as required during the lockdown period.  As restrictions ease, the Parish Council will assess when meetings can return to normal.
