1. Apologies for Absence – Borough Cllr Lashbrook & Cllrs Mockford & Summers 

2. Declarations of Interest – None

3.Minutes - Resolved: The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 11th May 2026 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman of the meeting. All members agreed.

4. Public participation – None

5. Clerk’s Report 
·  AGAR and supplementary evidence completed and uploaded to BDO.
· Exercise of Public rights form advertised on website
· Replacement identical defibrillator ordered and passed to LW who carries out checks
· Invoices sent out for newsletter
· E mail circulated from Hampshire Highways – Carters Meadows won’t now have dropped kerbs as the dropped kerb scheme could not be delivered to current design standards within the existing adopted highway boundary (response from HCC)
· HCC prioritises traffic calming schemes in line with its casualty reduction-led policy, which focuses on locations with a history of recurring injury collisions. 
· A review of Police casualty data indicates that Hatherden Road has a comparatively good safety record, and they have already explained they will not put a sensor wire to monitor traffic on this road.
· £500 Grant returned from CVCA – unused for music event
· Co-option can now take place for replacement Cllrs now that an election has not been initiated by electors
· Lengthsman Admin NI paid (await credit of £1000)
  
6.1 County Cllr Donnelly/Borough Councillor Lashbrook – Cllr Donnely was disappointed in the Highways response to his requests, yet again he will ask for a Safety Traffic team at Highways for a site visit to discuss the following
· Why a sensor can’t be provided for recording the increased traffic along Hatherden Road. (The current sensor is a department of transport initiated for a 12-hour annual reading)
· To discuss traffic calming measures that could be paid for by the PC along Hatherden road.
· Cllr Donnelly said he would send out his report which explains how to upgrade bus shelter. It was suggested replacing the glass with Perspex. (Grant applications are currently closed)

7. Lane accessing Charlies Lake and Bridge exit. HCC Highways confirmed that the bridge is accessed via a non-adopted entry point. Cllr Donnelly will ask the Highways Safety Officer to attend a site visit with him and the Parish Council to ensure residents can leave the lane safely if the bridge is pedestrianised.

10. Policies 
10.1 Approval of planning terms and conditions. Resolved Cllrs approved the new procedure and renamed policy to Handling Planning Applications. The Clerk will upload onto the website.

10.2 Approval of Website Accessibility – Resolved: Cllrs approved the policy. The use of speech recognition was questioned with Hugo Fox website. Post meeting This has been tested from the website and works well with word & PDF.

10.3 Approval of Publication Scheme Resolved: Cllrs approved the policy subject to a minor adjustment with allotments and bus shelter.

10.4 To note a Training Policy & Recruitment Policy will be reviewed next month. It was also suggested a leaving policy for Cllrs should be put in place.

10.5 To discuss collaboration on policies. This will be discussed when Cllr Summers is present.

11. Data Protection training - Resolved: Following discussion, councillors agreed to complete the five recommended ICO training modules at no cost. Councillors will sign to confirm completion in October. This is all part of assertion 10 of the AGAR.

13.Councillor Reports
13.1 Traffic Liaison – A resident wrote to the Parish Council about vehicles parking on yellow lines on the blind bend outside the church. The Clerk will ask the local church group to remind all hirers to park safely and avoid obstructing traffic on the bend. Cllr Wilson has responded to the resident who raised the concern.

13.2 Footpaths & Rights away – A resident has reported that a stile in the field at the top of Aldrin Close is dangerous. Cllr Rawlingson will investigate.
It was reported that the footpath across the field from Hatherden Road towards Enham needs cutting back. Cllr Ward agreed to arrange this. It was noted that the Charlton Waterside community group last carried out maintenance in this area the previous Saturday.

13.3 Charlton Village Community Association – Cllr Ward reported 
· That the CVCD are meeting on the 16 June to finalise arrangements for the CVCD on the 4th of July. The church will be used as fall back for bad weather.
· TVBC has now put the updated pavilion to include a community hub for the parish out to tender.
· The CVCA will apply to HCC for a grant to help fund the event.
· Work to lay the footpath around the sports field is scheduled to begin on 13th July.

13.5 Action Tracker - Cllr Ward reminded Cllrs to view and update as necessary. Cllr Ward will remind TVBC that they need to investigate restocking the Charlton Fishing Lake with fish.
