	In summary the main objections are:
Routing of Construction traffic to be via Racecourse’s private road.
Potential increase in flooding & water run off.
Concerns re pollution/leaching of chemicals into local watercourses & farmland.

Replacing existing racing surface material, with associated works to sub surface arrangement (using existing drainage system)

Comprehensive independent flood risk assessment to include specific consideration and assessment of the following matters:
Surface material creates additional run off impacting upon the surrounding watercourses.
Whether previous flood alleviation works are working and if not whether this proposed change will increase the speed of run off and create additional risk of flooding to surrounding countryside and villages. 
Full and detailed appraisal of the scheme by EA and NCC to assess the impact on flooding and investigate the toxicity of the run off into watercourses. Polyethylene & associated materials are known to be a cause of environmental contamination.
Full and detailed appraisal by Trent Valley Internal Drainage Board of impact on flooding
Cross section design identifying the height of the surface and impact upon on flood risk assessment and appraisals 
A detailed plan of how much and where the materials will be transported, specifically prohibiting works traffic passing along Occupation Lane.  If approved strongly request materials/all construction traffic travel along Racecourse private road.
Concerns in submission that there will be more race meetings during the year which should be subject to a 2nd planning application for approval by N & S D C.
