IK asked RJ if there was anything that could be done to alleviate the parking problems when there are football matches on; SP informed the PC that moving forward, the football season is over so the parking issues should stop – he will feed back to the club (RJ left at 20H29).

a. To consider the future of St Aidens: EN, IK & AR had a meeting with RCAN about fundraising and grants available for church refurbishment. The Parochial Church Council have advised that they are not prepared to spend any money on St Aidens, and the PC has been offered the opportunity to take responsibility for the church in its current condition. It was agreed that a working party should be formed. The working party and the PC will compile a proposal of options available for the maintenance and development of both the village hall and the church, with a view to this being the main item for discussion at the Annual Parish Meeting in May.

A request by resident that Caythorpe PC liaises with Hoveringham PC to request considerate driving through both villages - Clerk will speak to Hoveringham Parish Council at their meeting on Tuesday 25th February 2025.
A Request was received that Caythorpe PC write to local businesses to ask that they remind their staff to drive with care and within the speed limit through the village - Clerk to write to the Old Vol and the Byars to request their employees and patrons to please be considerate when driving through the village.
A Request was received that Caythorpe PC and local businesses consider a request that the road be closed between Caythorpe and Hoveringham to alleviate speeding – no action.
