There were three members of the public present.
5316  Jeanette Walker attended to give a presentation on the new garden waste project which will run from March to November 2017 it will be chargeable at a cost of £30 per year.  Collections will be fortnightly and Councillors were asked to help promote the scheme.  Notices will be displayed in the noticeboard and Councillor Wild offered to distribute notices in the village.
5317	Apologies
Apologies had been received from District Councillor Pressley and Councillor Fielding who would be late.
5318 	Delaration of Interest
Declaration of interest was made by Councillor  Ayton for the Newsletter.
5319	To approve the minutes of the meetings held on 13th and 19th September 2016
Councillor MacDonald proposed the minutes of 13th September be approved as a true and correct record, seconded by Councillor Jones. 
The Chairman proposed the minutes of 19th September be approved as a true and correct record and unanimously agreed.
5320	Matters arising from the previous minutes
Neighbourhood Plan - Councillor  MacDonald reported that this is now going to referendum.  Councillor MacDonald has uploaded the plan to the website and has it available to view a notice will be displayed on the noticeboard.
Overgrown areas and gate repairs - The ford first area which is overgrown had been discussed with Mark and will cost £80 to chop back if the fence will stand back up with no materials needed, the area can then be mown again next year.  Councillor MacDonald proposed that this be accepted, seconded by Councillor Jones.  
The area up to the entrance where the hedge is missing at the narrow area belongs to Highways.
The stretch from the Sports Club to the canal has overlying branches and Mark would charge £120 to push this back.  Councillor Robinson proposed this be accepted, seconded by Councillor Jones.
Cricket ground - The clerk reported that she had spoken to Mark Baker who would be prepared to reform a team if he had support from the village and if financially viable.  
Councillors agreed that this situation has gone on for long enough and the youngsters are losing an amenity.  There has been no update from previous correspondence to Bassetlaw, the clerk was asked to write to Fiona Dunning for an update.
Street signs - The clerk had been chasing this up.
Church Clock - The fault has been identified and the faulty part has been taken away to try to find a replacement.  We are still waiting to receive the report.  Councillors were advised of the new regulations which started this year requiring a faculty for repairs to church clocks.
Fireworks - This is all on course and a meeting will be held on Monday with Bassetlaw Safety Advisory Group.  There had been a query raised by a resident regarding a problem with access to his property, this will be resolved using traffic cones.  Posters have been displayed and volunteers would be welcome there is a meeting for marshalls on Tuesday 25th at 8pm.
Carnival - Councillor Hauxwell circulated the accounts for last year which ran at a loss of £92.88.  This year so far £250 has been raised from the car boot.  Things are slightly different from the way the retiring treasurer worked and measures have been put in place for the organisation to become self-funding.
5321 Station car park - The Chairman read out a report from County Councillor Fielding updating the position for the County Council.  There was concern that Network Rail said they offered the car park to the Parish Council but although it was mentioned at a site meeting it was asked for this to be put in writing and brought to a meeting this never happened so we never received a formal offer.  
Councillor Fielding arrived at this meeting at 8.30.
There was further discussion on the car park and the Chairman proposed we write to the Chief Executive of Network Rail as the treatment the Parish Council has received from Jeanette Whittaker is abysmal and we were still waiting for them to come back to us they have shown no consideration to us.  The promised meeting has not happened, there has been no consultation with residents.  The fencing erected is out of character and needs to be in keeping .  Moving the cars will cause parking problems and no consideration has been given to regular rail users.  There are a lot of new houses being built with this as their nearest station and many of these will use the rail service.  It was unanimously agreed to send this letter and also write to Simon Britt, Conservation Officer asking him to confirm his views in writing to the Parish Council for the next meeting.
5322	Planning
New Applications
16/01243/HSE 10 Shireoaks Row, Shireoaks - retain single storey extension to dwelling and renovation works to existing detached outbuilding - Councillor Robinson proposed no objection provided it is on keeping however the Council feel this application may set a precedent on the right of way of access, seconded by Councillor Jones and unanimously agreed.
16/0369/FUL, 16/0370 FUL, 16/0371 FUL Erection of three detached dormer bungalows and detached garage and the formation of new entrance 92 Shireoaks Road - It was agreed that there was no objection if they are in keeping with that part of the village and are a suitable material and design however Councillors feel the Walnut Tree should be retained and asked for a tree preservation order to be requested.

a) Planting of bulbs

This was unanimously agreed and the clerk was asked to buy the bulbs on line to be delivered to Councillor Robinson and the pansies can be delivered to shed at the Village Hall to David as last year.
b) Poppy Appeal
Councillor Mrs Ayton said the charge for a poppy wreath is £17.50 and proposed we donate £20 for the wreath all councillors agreed.  Councillor Jones  offered to lay the wreath on armistice day.
c) Grass Cutting Contract 
Councillors asked the clerk to write and obtain a quote from SWHL for next year and it will be discussed further in January.
d) Newsletter Grant
Last year we donated £300 and Councillor Robinson proposed we donate the same again, seconded by Councillor Fielding and all agreed.
e) Seismic Survey
Inios will attend the next council meeting.  It was agreed that this should be the first item on the agenda to follow on from the public question time and be limited to 15 minutes.  A public meeting can be arranged later when councillors feel it appropriate.
