11/17/483:  To record members present. Councillors Davidson, Esp, Hutchinson and Drakeley.  Also Present Borough Councillor Seymour.  Councillor Lees tendered his resignation.  Clerk to write a thank you letter.  Clerk to advertise the casual vacancy.
11/17/484:  To receive apologies and reasons for absence. No apologies were received. 
11/17/485:  To receive declarations of interest with regards to items on the agenda & disclosable pecuniary interests. None. 
11/17/486:   Members of the public are invited to address the Parish Council on items listed in the agenda. One member of the public was present.  She commented that she catches the bus from the bus shelter and it often difficult to stand on the grassed area in wet weather. She was thanked for pointing this out.
