Cllr Scott noted the following items: 
Abel Homes – Paul Le Grice had been advised of the Councillors agreement that no lighting was wanted unless necessary.

CPRE – had conducted a survey on light pollution in Norfolk, the results still showed serious light pollution. 

Boundary Wall, Norwich Road and Pickenham Road – Andrew Gayton had advised that the issue was not considered sufficient enough to be added to the list of work.
6. Decisions/Information form Breckland Council
There were no decisions advised prior to the meeting

7. Planning Applications
3PL/2020/0374/F Change of use from domestic garage to a one bedroom dwelling. Site adj. 20 Cateryne Court accessed off Spinners Lane. MG Property Developments. Appealing previous refusal decision. 
OBJECTION: Swaffham Town Council would like to reiterate the previously recorded objections:
27/5/2020 - The design does not meet NPPF127 and local Plan COM03 in respect of outlook and private amenity outside space. The character of Cateryne court is of detached 1 and 2 storey dwellings with private gardens and good outlooks.

1/7/2020 - Swaffham Town Council maintain their earlier objection with the additional comment that the reference to the adjacent Grace House flats with minimal amenity space is not relevant to this application. This application should provide for similar private amenity space as the other properties in Cateryne Court. If permission was granted, the Council ask that a condition be attached to prevent any amenity/parking space from being sold away from the property.

3PL/2021/0095/F & 0096/LB Change of use from retail shop (E Class) to take-away (sui-generis) with minor internal amendments to accommodate the new use. 93 Market Place. Mr F Mahmudov
OBJECTION: Swaffham Town Council object to this application for the following reasons:

The Swaffham Neighbourhood Plan clearly shows that where existing retail uses are not replaced by other retail uses then the community has a preference for leisure or community uses.in the primary frontage. Policy BUS4 specifically supports A1,A2 and A3. 

There are alternative sites already with A5 use in the secondary frontage which have been empty for more than 12 months.

Takeaway use would have a detrimental effect on the attractiveness of the historic marketplace and would harm the residential use of the upper floors.
3PL/2021/0097/O Proposed Detached Single Storey Dwelling. 11 New Sporle Road. Fisher
NO OBJECTION: Swaffham Town Council have no objection to the application in principle however reserve the right to review and question the proposed materials to be used at full application. 
3PL/2021/0103/HOU First Floor Extension, Walnut Cottage Ash Close, Mr and Mrs Overman 
OBJECTION: Swaffham Town Council object to this proposal for the following reasons:

Ash Close is within the Swaffham Conservation Area and has a unique character of small, terraced cottages and one storey/ one and a half storey houses. The proposed extension would create a scale and mass at odds with this character. The existing small site and closeness of its boundaries, and the lack of windows in the north and south elevations tends to exaggerate the size. It makes a poor design which does not enhance or improve the Conservation Area and overdevelops the site.
3PL/2021/0123/PIP Permission in Principle for the erection of one dwelling Havacre Castle Acre Road. Mr James Bengeyfield
OBJECTION: Swaffham Town Council object to this Backland development on the following issues:

· This is a new dwelling in between existing Light Industrial use units
· Access is extremely narrow and to close to the existing property

· This is considered over development of a very narrow plot.
3PL/2021/0159/HOU Erection of detached single storey games room building to rear and attached timber lean-to storage shed to side of dwelling (Retrospective). Otters Holt 42B Station Street. Mr T Exley.

3PL/2021/0201/VAR Variation of Condition No 4 on 3PL/2018/1267/O The original mitigation measures proposed in the Ecology Report are no longer viable and therefore a new Ecology Mitigation scheme has been provided. Ambleside Brandon Rd. G & L Homes Ltd

3PL/2020/0729/D Reserved matters application for 185 dwellings following outline permission 3PL/2015/0917/O. 185 dwellings Amended. Land South of Norwich Rd. BDW Cambridge
