	DORSET COUNCILLORS REPORT
Cllr. Carr-Jones provided a written report summarising his activities since early 2020, including literally hundreds of hours in virtual meetings concerning Housing, Community Safety Partnership, Domestic Violence and planning which included 26 hours in a virtual courtroom with the planning inspector.
There was also a consultation about a new waste management centre  in Blandford, and a re-organisation of the county online planning system. Road repairs continue with further funding including major work to stabilise slopes at Dinah’s Hollow at Melbury Abbas.  Work continues on the transformation of St Mary’s School near Shaftesbury for 280 children with Special Educational and Disability needs who currently attend special independent schools costing around £14 million a year. 301 affordable homes have been built during the last 12 months.

	GRASS CUTTING
After the normal procedure of invoicing Dorset Council for reimbursement of the grass cutting costs in the closed Churchyard and Brimble Cottages, the council informed the Parish Council on 30th March that they would take over cutting the grass but only four times a year. Halcyon Landscapes were very understanding and agreed to continue with the other areas but four times a year is not sufficient. After a discussion and a suggestion to mow just the area used for photographs in front of the church and the edges of paths,  the Parish Council agreed to continue with 10 more complete extra cuts in the closed Churchyard/Pound which have been priced at £69.01 per cut for this season. Clerk to contact Dorset Council to try and find out dates the four cuts are expected and notify contractor.

	PLAYAREA EQUIPMENT: REPLACEMENT OF 2-SEATER SPRINGY CAMEL/MAINTENANCE
This piece of equipment was already deteriorating due to age and was subsequently deliberately damaged further in the summer and has now been removed. Three quotes obtained approx. £2,000.  A parishioner has generously offered a contribution towards the cost of replacement.
Lappset to be contacted again to make sure the quotation is correct due to lockdown delays and ask if a representative will come out and meet councillors in the play-area. Bottom of bin liner has rusted away; clerk will arrange repairs.
Play-area ROSPA inspection report has identified some areas needing attention which Mr. Lane will deal with. Signs also fading and requiring attention. Clerk to obtain quotes.
