(2025-26 – 132) Present were Cllr. Jan Lawson (Chair), Cllr. Robert Weatherhead (Vice Chair), Cllr. Sheila Miller and Cllr. Brian Thackray.
(2025-26 – 133) Also present were Martyn Miller, Clerk and one member of the public.

(2025-26 – 135) No Declarations of Interest were received. 

[bookmark: _Hlk494805764](2025-26 – 136) It was Resolved that the minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council meeting held on 25th September 2025, having been circulated for consideration beforehand, were agreed and considered to be true and correct record and duly signed by the Chair.

Report from NYC:
(2025-26 – 137) NYC Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister was unable to attend however a report of NYC issues was circulated. It was identified that Mickley was not listed as an area with poor connectivity and it was Resolved that the Clerk would raise this with Cllr. Cunliffe-Lister. 

Consideration was given to the following correspondence:
(2025-26 – 138) Information from YLCA re assertion 10 9.gov.uk domain/email) – it was Resolved to arrange via HugoFox for the minimum requirement of a domain name and 1 email address to be used by the Clerk.

(2025-26 – 139) Galphay sewage pumping – complaint from resident – The Clerk advised that he had contacted Yorkshire Water and no response has been received. However, information had been received via the M.P. Julian Smith which has been passed on to the resident.

(2025-26 – 140) Email from Galphay resident re unexpected closure of Galphay Lane – The Clerk raised the issues with NYC Highways and informed the resident.

(2025-26 – 141) Cutting roadside ‘visibility splays’ – information from NYC (HAM) – It was Resolved for HAM to continue cutting visibility splays for 2026/27.
(2025-26 – 142) Request from Nidderdale Plus to complete a survey on the future of Nidderdale – This item was noted.

Matters requested by Councillors:
(2025-26 – 143) Warren Lane/Galphay Lane junction, dangerous blind corner – Cllr. Weatherhead – It was Resolved for the Clerk to raise this issue with NYC Highways.

(2025-26 – 144) Blocked roadside ditch on corner by Galphay village institute – Cllr. Weatherhead – It was Resolved for the Clerk to raise this issue with NYC Highways.

(2025-26 – 145) Mickley footpath, uneven and potholed surface – Cllr. Harling – this matter was deferred to the next meeting.
(2025-26 – 146) Winksley verges and village green – commuted sums - Cllr. Miller reported that she had met with NNL Grassland Restoration Officer about wild flower planting for areas on and around Winksley village green and verges. Commuted sums could be used towards the cost of an information board. All agreed this was a good scheme that would be of benefit and it was Resolved to proceed with the scheme.

Ongoing issues:
(2025-26 – 147) Flooding at Misses Lane/Gate Bridge Road junction – an email had been received from NYC Area Highways Manager advising that attempts were still being made to contact the landowner. It was Resolved to request a site visit to discuss concerns over where a drainage ditch would run to.
     
(2025-26 – 148) Mickley drainage works - an email had been received from NYC Area Highways Manager advising that drains had recently been cleaned and further cleans could be requested until the remedial works had been completed. 
(2025-26 – 149) Galphay flagpole – awaiting spring weather conditions to allow access for tractors.

  (2025-26 – 150) Verge Tree Pruning Mickley – the latest response 
  from NYC Parks Dept. stated that an inspection of the cherry tree will 
  take place this leaf season. 
(2025-26 – 151) Speed restrictions Mickley village – the Clerk reported no further information had been received regarding timescales for the scheme.
