Minutes of the Annual Meeting of Moreton Say Parish Council meeting held at The Clive Hall, Moreton Say on Thursday 19th May 2016 directly following the Annual Parish Meeting

1. Election of Chairman – Cllr Davies proposed Cllr Joyce, seconded by Cllr Shaw, all agreed and the Declaration of Office form was duly completed.

2. Election of Vice Chairman – Cllr Porter proposed Cllr Dutton, seconded by Cllr Joyce, all agreed and the Declaration of Office form was duly completed.
3. Election of other representatives:

a. LJC: Cllr Dutton – All agreed
b. Place Plan: Cllr Joyce – All agreed

d. Millennium Trust: Cllr Davies – All agreed
4. Welcome / Present / Apologises – Councillors present as listed above along with 4 members of the public.
5. Declarations of Interest – None

6. Approval of the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 24th March 2016 – Cllr Joyce proposed slight amendments to the minutes: there were 7 members of the public present, not 8 and also the additional wording relating to planning application 16/00661/OUT ‘Cllr Wynn advised the meeting that this application would be going to Planning Committee and the Parish Council proposed that Cllr Joyce attend and voice the Council’s objections’. The Councillors considered these amendments to be accurate and it was proposed that, after these had been made, the minutes were a true and accurate record of proceedings by Cllr Shaw, seconded by Cllr Davies, all agreed and Cllr Joyce will sign when amended.
7. Matters arising from the minutes not otherwise on the agenda:
a. Moreton Say Bowling Club lease – Cllrs Joyce, Dutton and Davies, along with the Vicar and the Clerk, met Michael Watney from Balfours to discuss the possibility of the Parish Council taking over the lease of the Bowling Club area from the disbanded of the Moreton Say Sports a proposal that Mr Watney had advised that the Diocese was quite amenable to. In light of this previous meeting Cllr Dutton now proposed that the Parish Council formally take over the lease of this area of land, Cllr Davies seconded this, all agreed.
b. Parish Council Website – Cllr Joyce advised that she had set up a new website ‘moretonsayparishcouncil.org.uk’, as agreed at the previous meeting, and also registered this website with Hugo Fox Community Website. Cllr Joyce and the Clerk will liaise regarding getting the relevant information on the site and the Clerk was instructed to ask the previous Clerk for the last 12 months minutes and agendas on a USB device so that they may be put on the website.
8. Reports - Cllr Davies advised the meeting that the Millennium Trust were due to meet within the next three weeks and were also having a tree survey done on the trees opposite the Clive Hall, following a renewal of the Clive Hall Insurance.
9. Planning 
16/01232/FUL – Application under Section 73 of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990 for the retention & continued use (3 years) of a mobile home and adjoining residential curtilage at the existing equestrian holding – Fordhall Grange Stud, Longford, Market Drayon TF9 3PR – Support 
16/01389/FUL – Erection of a cubicle building for housing dairy cows – Moreton Hall Farm, Moreton Say, Market Drayton, Shropshire TF9 3RS – Support
16/01936/COU – Change of use application from C3 use (residential dwelling) to C2 use (residential institution) for an 8 bedded children’s home with staff – Shavington Grange, New Street Lane, Market Drayton, Shropshire TF9 3RH. This planning application was discussed, having already been raised in the Public Session of the preceding Annual Parish Meeting. Concerns were made regarding the proximity of a working farm and also security issues but the Parish Council agreed that no decision relating to comments could be made without further information regarding the application and this would be sought from Shropshire Planning. 

16/01998/FUL – Erection of a replacement double garage – Morefield, Longslow, Market Drayton, Shropshire TF9 3QY – This Planning Application was discussed and the Parish Council decided they had no objections to it and the Clerk was instructed to post a comment on the Shropshire Planning Portal.

b. Clerk’s Salary – It was proposed by Cllr Joyce and seconded by Cllr Martin that the Clerk’s salary be paid by Standing Order at the end of each month, all agreed. 
c. Asset Schedule – The Clerk had prepared an Asset Schedule, which the Internal Auditor had agreed, which listed all the assets of the Parish Council including street lights and notice boards and totalled £ 9,091.40, all agreed.
d. Sweeping facility at Bank – It was confirmed that this previously agreed facility would be set up as soon as possible to leave £1,000 in the Current Account..

e. Approval of the Year End Accounts and Annual Return Submission (including completion of the Annual Governance Statement) to External Auditors: Proposed by Cllr Davies and seconded by Cllr Shaw and the Chairman and Clerk duly signed the form. 

11. Highways & Environmental Health – No further issues were raised

12. Street Lighting / Maintenance & Repairs – The renewal of the Eon Street Lighting Maintenance Contract was discussed and proposed by Cllr Joyce to renew it for a further 12 months, seconded by Cllr Martin, all agreed. The Clerk advised the meeting that the notice board at Longford was deteriorating and it was agreed that if it gets any worse to ask David Gresty to have a look at repairing it, Clerk to monitor.
13. Council Policies – Prior to the meeting the Cllrs had been emailed copies of Model Publication Scheme/FOI & ICO Model publication scheme; Standing Orders; Asset Register; Press/media Relations Policy; Risk Assessment; Financial Regulations and Shropshire Council Code of Conduct. It was proposed by Cllr Joyce and seconded by Cllr Shaw that these policies and regulations be adopted, all agreed and policies duly signed. The Parish Council’s Insurance policy was also considered and it was proposed by Cllr Davies and seconded by Cllr Dutton that this also be renewed for a further 12 months, all agreed.

Cllr Joyce also asked if the Market Drayton Neighbour Plan could be an agenda item for the next meeting.

16. Correspondence – Items of correspondence were discussed but as this item had not been published on the agenda it was agreed to have an extra-ordinary meeting on Wednesday 25th May to discuss this item further and decide a course of action.
