	 WSDC Update
Budget was set for WSDC. A £200K smoothing reserve was being established as it was believed that the NHS were going to apply for a rate rebate.
£160K transformation fund was to be allocated to deal with joining up with Taunton Deane.

WSDC have had to cut grants to local charities.

An additional post for planning officer has been agreed at £50K.

Business rate rebate has been granted to The George at Brompton Regis but Brompton Ralph shop is unknown.

Council tax will be increasing by 1.99% which will make a typical rise for Band D of £5/yr increase. An additional 1.25% levy for flooding and SCC will be increasing their element of the Council tax by 1.99% and a 2% for social care.
