Minutes of the Planning Committee held on Wednesday 14th October 2015 at 7.30pm
at Medstead Village Hall.
PRESENT: Councillors Roy Pullen (Chairman), Stan Whitcher and Mike Smith. There were no members of the public present.  
Also present: Cllr Deborah Jackson, Chairman of Council (non-voting) and Miss Katie Knowles (Clerk). 
15.46 OPEN SESSION
There were no items raised. 
15.47 APOLOGIES  
Apologies were received from Cllr Peter Fenwick.
15.48 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no statutory declarations.
15.49 MINUTES
The minutes of the meeting held on the 9th September 2015, previously circulated were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.
15.50 CHAIRMANS REPORT 
The Chairman reported that Mr M Newell had lodged an appeal against EHDC’s refusal for 10 dwellings on the land to the north of the Telephone Exchange, Lymington Bottom Road, Medstead, Alton. The appeal will be dealt with by written statements and the deadline for comments is 16th November. 
The Chairman highlighted the application on Boyneswood Lane (52819) which was refused. 

15.51 EHDC DECISION NOTICES 
The following decisions were noted by the Committee: 
a) 56130/001 - 82A Lymington Bottom Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EP. Single storey extension to rear (revision to that previously approved under 56130). PERMISSION.

b) 34180/002 - Rushmore, Windsor Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EF. First floor extension over previously granted ground floor extension.  Relocation of bathroom and minor alterations. PERMISSION.         

c) 30399/002 - Loft conversion with addition of velux windows to north and east facing roofs - 2 Manor Cottages, Hussell Lane, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5PF. WITHDRAWN
d) 52819 - Two storey rear and side extension, and single storey side extension - Woodside, Boyneswood Lane, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5DZ. REFUSAL.

e) 53305/001 - OUTLINE - (including Access; all other matters reserved) RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT OF UP TO 38 DWELLINGS - Land to the West of Lymington Farm Industrial Estate, Lymington Bottom Road, Four Marks, Alton. OUTLINE PERMISSION.

15.52 PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee made the following comments on the Planning Applications: 
a) 25227/011 - Two storey and single storey extensions to side and rear. 1 Twinkle Cottages, Boyneswood Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EA & (as amended by plans received, 2 October, 2015). No Objection. 
b) 54838/001 - Increase in roof height to form first floor accommodation, ground floor extension to south and west elevations and detached double garage to front. The Pines, Boyneswood Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EA. No Objection. 
c) 29315/001 - Single storey extension/replacement conservatory to rear following demolition of conservatory. Foresters, Wield Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5NJ. No Objection. 
d) 53305/008 - Display of non-illuminated pole mounted sign. Land to the West of Lymington Farm Industrial Estate, Lymington Bottom Road, Four Marks, Alton. The Parish Council has No Objection to the sign but is concerned about the accuracy of the information regarding the provision of 1 bedroom units. Please refer to the Parish Council’s comments on the Reserved Matters application ref 53305/004, 005 & 006.
e) 56360 - Detached single storey dwelling to rear and new garage for Firfield to front following demolition of garage. Firfield, Windsor Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EF. Objection. The proposal is in contravention of Medstead Village Design Statement and the emerging Neighbourhood Plan.
f) 20836/003  Two storey side extension, single storey extensions to side and rear, two velux windows on rear pitch of existing roof following demolition of car port and conservatory. Boyneswood House, Boyneswood Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5EA. No Objection.
g) 54583/004 - Detached oak framed garage. Down House, Hussell Lane, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5PF. No Objection subject to the garage being only for the parking of private motor vehicles and ancillary domestic storage and for no other purpose, and that it shall not be converted into habitable accommodation or used for any other use thereafter.
h) 56157/001 - Certificate of lawful development for existing use - existing use of land as falling within the residential curtilage of New Clovelley. New Clovelly, Homestead Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5PW. The Parish Council accepts the affidavits provided and has no further comment.  
i) The following three applications concerning the reserved matters for the site referred to as land to the West of Lymington Farm Industrial Estate, were considered together and the following comment was agreed for each application. 
1. 53305/005 - Reserved Matters pursuant to outline 53305/003 - 69 residential dwellings with associated parking, landscaping, open space and works. Land to the West of Lymington Farm Industrial Estate, Lymington Bottom Road, Four Marks, Alton. 

AND

2. 53305/004 - Reserved Matters persuant to application 53305/001 for 18 dwellings and associated infrastructure. Land to the West of Lymington Farm Industrial Estate, Lymington Bottom Road, Four Marks, Alton. 
AND

3. 53305/006 - Reserved matters pursuant to outline permission 53305/001 for 20 new houses for retired people on part of the site. Land to the West of Lymington Farm Industrial Estate, Lymington Bottom Road, Four Marks, Alton. Revised elevation details, parking arrangements, provision of footpath into the site, details of access road arrangements and provision of a drainage strategy.
Medstead Parish Council wishes to make very strong representation that it is our belief these sites (53305/005) and the adjacent site (53305/03) should be looked at in total as there are several features that are common to both. For instance neither landscaping scheme shows the screen hedge to be planted along Western boundary of the land and forming part of the open space as shown on Plan 2 and of not less than 3metres in depth. This being an extract from the 106 agreement signed for the/001 site, the boundary being that between this and the /003 site. It is also clear that the 106 agreements for both sites have been ignored when it comes to affordable housing, in that /001 states that there should be 9 affordable 1 bedroom units (8 rent tenancy and 1 intermediate housing) while /003 states that there should be 12 affordable 1 bedroom units (10 rent tenancy and 2 intermediate housing). Whenever there has been a housing need survey carried out one the striking features has always been the need for one bedroom units in both Medstead and Four Marks which the 106 agreement obviously recognised. To then not build any at all on these two sites seems absurd.
The Parish Council is concerned that any surface water run-off from the site will contribute to the ongoing flooding of Lymington Bottom Road.
j) 25541/005 - Pitched roof over bedroom to rear and extension of garden room. Oakwood, Wield Road, Medstead, Alton, GU34 5NJ. No Objection.
