	248.   Members of the Parish Council had been nominated to talk with Harborough District Council regarding the inclusion of the Arnesby Road development in the  new Local Plan.
	249. The new funding system had been launched and funding to continue the Fleckney  Neighbourhood Plan had been applied for.
258.	Finalisation of Draft Plan version 12b.
	Thanks were given to Colin for preparing Versions 12b of the draft plan which was distributed earlier and placed on Drop Box. 
	The  draft plan had been distributed to the Parish Council on 5th April 2018 but they had felt they needed more time to fully digest the plan before making a decision.  
	It was also reported that the Parish Council was concerned that there was no consensus from the Steering Committee and asked for it to be returned to the Committee to be fully endorsed.  Two members of the Parish Council were also concerned that there was no housing allocation included in the Plan. 
	It was agreed that the Steering Committee would be against the public opinion of Fleckney if they endorsed any further housing allocations but also had to recognise the inevitability of further housing. The Committee wanted the Neighbourhood Plan to reflect the wishes of the people in the community. It would therefore be necessary to review the Neighbourhood Plan on a regular basis during it's life span. 
	Policy F11   It was unanimously agreed that the wording be altered to include  e.g bungalows  after the phrase older households.
	Policy F19  It was unanimously agreed to accept the policy.
	The Committee agreed to endorse version 12b as ammended, with one abstention.
