53. BROADBAND UPDATE
The Chairman welcomed Ben Walker from Shropshire Council and Phillipa Blackburn from Airband to the meeting.
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The officers explained that Shropshire Council provided high speed fibre broadband to those rural areas where it was not viable for private enterprise to supply the service. However, in some areas, fibre 

broadband could not be provided because there were no cabinets near enough to the properties concerned. In those locations, Shropshire Council would pay for Airband to provide broadband by a wireless medium. Participating properties would need to have a receiver installed and Airband would then become their internet provider.

The property would need to have a sight line to the Airband transmitters which could be attached to buildings or in other prominent locations. However, their design was very discreet and sympathetic to the environs in which they were located and they could even be mounted on listed buildings.
The Airband service was already operating successfully in many areas and Quatt Malvern Parish was included in the contract to provide the service by 2020. Various cost packages were available to customers and they were subsidized by Shropshire Council. Quatt village itself had high speed fibre broadband provided and therefore it would be the more remote parts of the Parish which would be likely to benefit.

59. REPORT FROM LOCAL MEMBER OF SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL

Councillor Woodward reported that improvements to the junction of Holt Lane and the A442 were included in the funding for 2018-19 and would possibly include a flashing warning sign, red warning colour on the road surface and changes to the road markings. There would also be a 50 mph speed limit on the approaches to the junction on the A442. 
The highways contractor had been instructed to rectify the uneven rippled surface on the A442.

Resolved that the Highways Authority be asked to impose a 50 mph speed limit along the A458 road past the former Davro factory, which was now designated for housing development.
60. NATIONAL TRUST REPORT
Simon Howard reported that overall visitor numbers were at a satisfactory level and similar to those for the preceding year. The combination of a cold winter and a very hot summer had probably prevented better figures from being achieved. The number of visitors to Comer Woods had increased although some vandalism to the car parking machines had been incurred.
