Fleckney Festival Pricing Structure.
Members discussed the proposed pricing structure for this year’s Fleckney Festival, of which a document detailing this had been circulated prior to the meeting. Members were happy with how the pricing structure had been organised in terms of different prices for adults, teenagers and children. Michael Preston from the Fleckney Festival Committee was in attendance and explained the reasoning for the different prices.
Recommended that the pricing structure for the Fleckney Festival be accepted for this year’s event.

Dura Sport Contract Continuation.

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer reported that the quotation to continue the contract with Dura Sport for maintenance of the 3G Pitch for the next year was £1416 + VAT, around a £100 increase for the year. Members stated they were impressed with the condition of the pitch and were pleased to work with Dura Sport who had helped in other areas in previous years. Cllr S Robson mentioned that the drains around the pitch were blocked with rubber crumb and this would be something to ask about in terms of if Dura Sport maintain these as part of their work.
Resolved that the quotation from Dura Sport be accepted for the maintenance of the 3G Pitch for the forthcoming year.

Grounds Maintenance Contract.

Skate Park Repairs

The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer gave an update on the potential to undertake repairs to the Skate Park. Gravity, the original builders of the Skate Park had been contacted and has given a quote of £1725+VAT to repair the joints and damaged surfaces. Another quote has been requested from a company currently working on a Skate Park in Kibworth through Mark Redfearn who was a part of the original Fleckney Skate Park Committee.
Resolved that the further quotation be obtained before a decision is made on how to move forward with the repairs.

Review of Charges.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer provided a list of the current charges at the Sports Centre, and gave information on the potential ruling that as a Council facility we may no longer need to charge VAT on sports and leisure services. This would therefore mean an increase in income without raising prices. Members discussed that they would not ideally look at raising current prices, but would await more information on the VAT situation before making a final decision.
Resolved that more information be received around the VAT situation before any change in prices was discussed fully.

Bowls/Cricket Netting.
The Facilities Manager/Sports Development Officer updated members on the latest position around the Bowls/Cricket netting system. Both clubs had been written to, proposing a 3-way split including the Parish Council for the cost of the safety system. The Cricket Club has responded and will be discussing the matter at their next committee meeting. The Bowls Club has not responded at this time.
