            a) If the minimum housing provision is met in one development there was a case that any other proposed sites could be de-activated because they were not required.

	c) High St & Leicester Rd sites to be included if required 
	d) Traffic and Parking issues were included in both versions and he would include further figures from previously published Road Surveys.
