Apologies for absence were received from councillor Henning. 

Issues raised by members of the public/ ward councillor
Councillor Ashby raised the following issues –
· In speaking with the Chief Constable, a request was made for police to attend Parish Council meetings.
· A trader at the shops had suggested the waiting time for vehicle parking be increased from 30 minutes to 1 hour.
· Planning Officers were to recommend rejection of the planning application for a drive-through food outlet at North Brunton.
· The provision for the two- way cycle lanes at Rotary Way was planned for within the next 18 months.
· The incidents of cold-calling in the area had been reported to Trading Standards.
· The X46 bus service was now reliable and was in place until end March.
· At the request of the Chairman, councillor Ashby undertook to see if Emergency Services were consulted on the closure of bridges and changes to Gosforth High street given the likely impact on response times
· Councillor Ashby also undertook to question the frequent cancellation of the City Council Standards Committee meetings.
