The Committee continues to strive to maintain the upkeep of the hall and ensure that it is of the standard expected by our hirers, including maintenance and cleanliness.  Without the efforts, support and continued input from our dedicated committee, our VH would not be where we are today.  That is something we are be proud of, and I would like to thank each and every one of our committee members and volunteers.

Currently, the hall is used each weekday evening.   Regular weekend day hires are taken during most Saturdays and occasional Sunday daytime hires. The regular hirers of the VH are NRG Dance Group, Whippet Club, Archery Club, Yoga Classes and Dog Training Club.  Parish Council Meetings are held monthly. The monthly Coffee Mornings, which are held the first Monday of each month, continue to be a firm favourite with villagers and patrons outside of the village with new faces joining on a regular basis.  The social aspect of the coffee mornings is enjoyed immensely by its the patrons.  These are arranged and hosted by Margaret Frost, Cynthia and Kelvin Simpson, Gaynor Barber and Sandra Beck.  Homemade cakes are generously donated by various villagers each month, for which we are very grateful.  Thanks is given to all those who help out with the coffee morning and those who support it.  Without these people, our coffee mornings would not be the success it is.

At the start of 2025, we were fortunate to be awarded a grant to use as a warm hub for community events.  These have been held on a monthly basis and have consisted of soup and a roll at lunchtime, Sunday morning breakfast,  Good Friday treats and a coffee morning which was held in conjunction with VE day celebrations.  All of these events have been free of charge to those who attended.  Money was collected during the May Day/VE Day coffee morning and we raised in excess of £350 which has been donated to St Matthew’s  church, here in Shuttington.   Our extended thanks goes to Marian Humphries, who was instrumental in awarding us the grant.  Without Marian’s help and support, we would not have been able to offer these community events FOC.  Many, many thanks Marian from all on the Committee.
The VH continues to have a close working relationship with the PC, which includes the upkeep of the field and the surrounding area.  The field is expertly maintained by Nick Thomas, along with the play park, which is enjoyed by families and friends alike.  Thank you Nick.

Thanks is given to Lisa Turner for continuing to be on hand, helping to secure funding for any large, projects  that we need to undertake.  Without Lisa’s help we would not see the hall as it is today.

Our next project is to re-vamp the toilets throughout the building.  This will include sanitary ware, tiles, lighting and flooring.  The painting of the walls in the main hall and corridors are also on the list for a repaint.  As a committee, we are always looking at ways to improve the hall which will continue to be appealing to current and future hirers.

As a committee, we aim to hold 3-4 functions per annum, and we are always looking out for something new that will encourage people to support us.  Fliers are regularly distributed through the village, updating villagers of upcoming events.  Thanks goes to Gaynor for compiling the fliers.

In summary, the VH is in a strong position financially and in a good state of repair.  We look forward to another year of increased social activity in a venue that our Village can and should be proud of. This has been achieved thanks to the very hard work of our committee, and support from villagers and their families for which I thank you again.  The future looks positive for our VH.  New committee members are always welcome to join us and support maintaining the VH in years to come.
