The Clerk circulated his report and highlighted the following -
An application for grant aid from Veolia has been submitted for a £1,000 to support a willow sculpture at the play park The Housing survey across the parish has started and the results will be reported back in due course. The stocks have been removed for repairs and are drying out at the Estate Office, The Apley Branch of the RBL has made a donation of £315 for a replacement bench by the Estate Office. Additional large poppies have been purchased to add to those already situated across the parish. The verge project is underway on two sites, the site on the A442 by the Old Shop and along the verges from the A442 to Stock Church and Stockton House. The works on Astol pull-ins have been completed and the ditch works in Cheswardine Lane are due for completion this year. Members agree that Chris Lewis be contacted again this year about the arrangements for the Christmas Tree lights.
