Indenture 1826

This Indenture made the twenty eight day of December in the seventh year of the reign of King George the fourth and in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty six. Between Andrew Green, late of Cockermouth in the County of Cumberland but now of Prestbury near Cheltenham in the County of Gloucester, Esquire, of the one part and William Wiseman of Burgh by Sands in the County of Cumberland aforesaid Yeoman of the other part. Witnesseth that for and in consideration of the sum of five shillings of goods and lawful money of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland of English value to the said Andrew Green in handpaid by the said William Wiseman at or before the sealing and delivery of the presents, the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged.

He, the said Andrew Green, hath bargained and sold, and by by these presents doth bargain and sell unto the said William Wiseman, his Executor Administrators and assigns all that and those his the said Andrew Green’s Dwelling House Barn Byer Stable Outhouses and a Garden and a Close or enclosure of grounds adjoining thereto containing an estimation three roods or thereabouts situate and lying and being at Monkhill in the parish of Beaumont in the County of Cumberland aforesaid bounded by the land now or late of Stephen Thompson on or towards the East, the land of John Hodson on or towards the South, the road leading from Moorhouse to Beaumont on or towards the West, and the road leading from Burgh by Sands to the City of Carlisle on or towards the North and lately purchased by the said Andrew Green from one Henry Booth Hewitt together with all and singular Houses Outhouses Edifices Buildings Barns Byers Stables Orchards Garths Gardens Tofts Crofts Lands Meadows Pastures Feedings Commons Common of Pasture and Turbary Ways Walls Wells Waters Watercourses Paths Passages Hedged Ditches Fences Easement Rights Members Profits Privileges Advantages Hereditaments and Opputenances whatsoever to the said premises belonging or in anywise (?Appurtenances? The paper is decaying at this point) the Permission Remainder and Remainders Rents and Profits thereof and every part and parcel to hold the said Dwelling Houses Outhouses Garden and Close or Enclosure of Grounds and all and singular other Hereditments and Premises hereby bargained and sold pr mentioned or intended so to be with their and every of their Appurtenances unto the said William Wiseman his Executors and Assignees from the Day next before the date of these presents for and during and unto the full end and term of one whole year from thence next ensuing and fully to be complete and ended yielding and paying therefore the Rent of one Pepper Corn on the last day of the said term if the same shall be demanded to and for the Interest and Purpose that by virtue of these presents and by the force of the Statute made for transferring uses into possession the said William Wiseman may be put into and in the full and actual possession of the same Dwelling House, Outhouses, Garden or Close or Inclosure of Ground and Premise with their Appertenances and be thereby enabled to accept and take a Grant and Release of the Reversion Freehold and Inheritance thereof and for the use of him the said William Wiseman his Heirs and Assigns by and according to the Form and Effect and the Sure Interest and a meaning of a certain Indenture of Grant and Release of the same Premises already purchased and engrossed and made or expected to be made between the same persons as are parties hereto and bearing or mentioned or intended to bear Date the Day next after the day of the Date of these Presents.
