4.	Minutes of the Meeting of 27th September 2022 (approval)
	The minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman.    A second bottle bank had been delivered.  The Clerk was asked to enquire when the textile bank would be delivered.

5.1	To receive reports from County Councillor
	None
5.2	Speedwatch Report
	The Chairman reported that this week was Norfolk County Speedwatch Week.  Teams were out in Norfolk with the Police in support where possible. It was important to keep the pressure on to reduce speeding. The Chairman was hoping to meet with County Councillor Martin Wilby  (Cabinet member of Highways, Infrastructure and Transport) who had been in contact.  The Speedwatch team had been out on Monday, that afternoon with PC Blakeley when one vehicle had been stopped and checked over and further sessions would take place during the rest of the week.
5.3	Report from Playing Field Committee including safety update
	Cllr. Abel as Chairman of the Committee reported that the Playing Field Committee had discussed the responsibilities for the playing field at their last meeting and wished the Parish Council to take over responsibility for the two acres they rented together with the play equipment (to be dealt with at item 8).    A play equipment inspection had taken place and a quote obtained for repairs from NGF Play at Gressenhall.  The total quote was for £900 including VAT, although some items did not need attending to immediately.   Cllr. Abel outlined the more immediate work that needed attention.  A quote had been received for a tree survey, of £390.   The trees had been checked by someone who worked in forestry, who had advised that there were no problems, but if they started to split, action should be taken at that point.  It was hoped to discuss the matter further at the next meeting.  NNDC had started to re-wire the fencing, but that work had stopped.    Clerk to check the position.  A bingo night had been arranged and a race night had been held.  Coffee mornings would continue, although the Tuesday lunches had been suspended and would re-start in the New Year.    Discussion took place on events and pub openings.  It was suggested that a meeting be held between the Parish Council and the Village Hall Committee to discuss various matters – clerk to arrange.

	List of documents approved, Balance Sheet received with no comments, Cllr. Smyth reported that although the bank reconciliation was correct, there were two cheque numbers that needed correcting.
7.3	To agree Budget and set precept for 2023-4
	The draft Budget was discussed in detail.  Proposed, seconded and resolved that the precept for 2023-4 be set at £8,300.
7.4	To adopt Local Government Association Model Councillor Code of Conduct 2020
	Proposed and resolved that this updated Code of Conduct be adopted

8.	To discuss transfer of responsibility for management of play equipment to Parish Council
	Cllr. Abel stated he would not vote of this matter as he had an interest as Chairman of the Playing Field Committee who currently managed the play equipment.
	The Playing Field Committee had asked that the Parish Council take responsibility for management of the play equipment from the Committee, as it was on land rented by the Parish Council.   Discussed.   Proposed and resolved that the Parish Council take over responsibility for the play equipment from the start of the 2023-24 financial year, provided all repairs recommended to be carried out this year in the 2022 safety report was dealt with by the Playing Field Committee.

9.	Update on repairs to the War Memorial lettering and approve any costs
	Nick Hindle, Stonemason, had visited the War Memorial and updated his quotation to £1027 plus VAT.  Clerk to ask him to carry out the work, which he had said could be done next summer.

10.	To discuss and agree details of environmental project on Playing Field
	The Chairman stated he would not vote on this matter as he had an interest as Trustee of the Bread & Fuel Charity which owned the land proposed for the project.
	The Chairman suggested that the land rented by the Parish Council from the Bread & Fuel Charity be used for a new environmental project to provide wild flower areas, pathways and seating as an amenity for the village, together with an area for a Miyawaki forest, all funded by grants.  He had approached Albanwise Farming through his son, who had agreed to help with the ground preparation at no cost. He had approached NNDC and it had been confirmed that there were grants available for the work to be done and the next meeting for decisions on the Sustainable Communities Grant applications was in February 2023. NNDC would need to see the Parish Council’s Tenancy Agreement.  If the Parish Council agreed to progress the project, he felt they should hold a consultation event for the village to put forward their comments.  A neighbour had kindly produced a draft landscape plan at no cost, which was handed around.  The Chairman then outlined the Miyawaki Forest project details.  He confirmed that the Landlord had agreed in principle to the project.  Future maintenance was discussed.  Proposed and resolved that the Parish Council would move forward with the project and the Clerk was asked to draft a timetable. 

11.	To agree where Covid Commemorative plate should be placed
	Proposed and resolved the place should be placed in the hallway of the Village Hall

12.	To discuss re-oiling of village sign and telephone box maintenance
	Agreed to hold over until the next meeting

13.	To discuss any highways matters
	A tree hit by a lorry on The Street and ivy overhanging and blocking the junction at Wells Road/The Street was discussed.  Cllr. Abel to report to Highways Authority

	Request to answer Rural Mobility Survey – agreed not to take part in survey
