Minutes of the normal meeting of Templeton Community Council
Held on 18th May 2023
Present: Cllrs Jason Jennings (Chair), Barbara Priest, Liz Burns, Jane Ashbridge, Mark Simpkins, Peter Morgan. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Cllr Jennings welcomed everyone to the meeting.
1) To accept apologies for absence.  There were apologies received from Cllrs Elwyn Morse and Kathrin Williams.

2) To disclose personal and prejudicial interests in the items listed below.  There were no interests declared.

3) Questions from members of the public regarding items on the agenda. There were no questions received. 

4) To sign the minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the meeting on 20th April had been previously circulated. They were agreed as correct, and were duly signed by the Chairman.

5) To report on matters arising from previous minutes and decide further action as required:

Storage on the Green. It was agreed to arrange a mutually convenient date for Cllrs to bring down the items currently stored in Cold Blow, review everything and organise the storage. It would then be agreed what could be stored where from now on.

Newsletter. It was agreed to pay £81.25 towards the cost of printing this.

6) New items of business:

Coronation plans. A verbal summary of the event was provided to the meeting. It had been an excellent and successful day, with large numbers attending and enjoying themselves. There had been no safety incidents reported or observed. The Green had been rolled just prior to the event for safety – the invoice was agreed for payment. Verbal quotes had been sought due to the short notice for this contract. Payment for the various items (marquee, entertainment etc.) was also agreed.

Waste disposal for Hall. Prices had been obtained to have a waste disposal service. It was agreed this was not cost effective currently. TCHT would be requested to remind hirers to always take their waste home.  

Cold Blow defibrillator. After meeting on site, GD Harries had generously agreed to fund this project.  

Grass cutting contract. A minor amendment to the contract was agreed, clarifying the extent for cutting at the top of the village. It was reported the grass had been longer than expected for the plant sale. The Clerk would confirm the details and contact the contractor as necessary with any issues.

Training proposals.  Cllr Ashbridge wished to attend two One Voice Wales courses – this was agreed. Cllr Priest mentioned some free first aid training available in the autumn - Cllr Simpkins expressed interest in attending it.

It was suggested to have some matting in places around the container and also in the Play Park. The Clerk would make enquiries.
