CONSERVATION AREA MAP

The map is now installed on the green close to the millennium stone and it has already created some interest, with many people stopping to look at it. 

The Parish Council would like to thank Cllr Isaacs for giving up his free time to install the map and making such a good job of it.
It is hoped that the map can have a formal ‘opening ceremony’ sometime  over the next month , with Jennifer Naylor as guest of honour ; as her late husband, John, spent many hours working on the design of the map and liaising with Tunbridge wells to find out the correct information. The Council hope to hold a coffee morning at the Social club as the opening ceremony and in honour of John’s memory. Please keep an eye out for further details about this.

TREE WORKS

The Council had a tree survey of parish owned trees carried out in April and some works were identified as being required on some of the trees on teh green and Fromandez Drive. Most of the works involve pruning back branches which have suffered damage or infection over the years in order to make the trees healthier and prolong their lifetime. However it has been recommended that the large Ash tree bordering the road side at Fromandez should be removed, and this will in turn allow more space for the other trees there to spread out as they grow.

VILLAGE GREEN

The Green has now been scarified and aerated and is due to have treatments for weed killing and fertilisers over the next few weeks. The company applying these uses a hooded sprayer which directs the spray downwards directly onto the grass avoiding leakage elsewhere. The spraying will not take place if there is a wind and any chance of spray being blown.
Please avoid the green is you see a tractor working there as spraying could be taking place.

These treatments are necessary in order to improve the grass which is suffering from a lack of nutrients and invasion of weeds, and they will hopefully enable us to get our green back into good condition shortly.

HORSE FAIR

The Horsefair is due to take place on 11th September this year. The parish council have so far received an application to book the green on this day and the usual deposit fee. They are still awaiting further documentation regarding the public liability insurance certification in order to authorise the booking.

Kent Police are expecting  the event to be much smaller this year, following a change in organisers, and  are not expecting to provide any presence at the event.
