Welcome and Public Session

The Chair welcomed all Councillors, Unitary Cllr Davies and the nine members of the public present to the Meeting and opened the Public Session at 7:30pm. Representations were received on i) Inspector’s report on SAMDev; ii) Planning item 15/04373/FUL.

Election of a Vice Chair: Cllr Jackson proposed Cllr Dams as Vice Chair, seconded by Cllr  Maddox all agreed.

Present, Apologies and/or Absent: Present as listed above. No apologies or absences.

Declaration of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests: Cllr Hill declared possible perceived bias in planning item 15/04373/FUL: Cllr Dams declared pecuniary interest in planning item iv) Appeals; Cllr Maddox declared an interest in planning 15/0473/FUL.

Request for Dispensations of DPIs: Clerk issued re-confirmation of dispensation to Councillors in order to participate in any discussions relating to budgetary items in relation to precept requirements.

Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 23rd September 2015: Cllr Maddox proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate copy, seconded by Cllr Dams, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.

Unitary Councillor’s report:  Cllr Davies was not present.

Community Policing Report:. Local  speed monitoring tests are being carried out.

Planning:

i)  Applications: 15/03977/FUL: Rosehill Mill, Rosehill, Market Drayton
Erection of carport with garage to north elevation and garden room to south elevation: Councillors considered the plans associated with the application.  No objections were raised.  
15/04373/FUL Site Of Former Railway Station, Tern Hill, Shropshire
Erection of a workshop and amenity building and associated use of land as a haulage yard with external storage. Councillors discussed the application.  Operation hours 4am – 10pm – inappropriate in close proximity to residential dwellings.  Residential amenity affected in terms of noise, air quality, lighting, general disturbance from HGV movements.  Re-siting of unit away from houses would be necessary: restriction of hours? Highways issues in terms of movement and access onto the A road; Alternative access/working hours need to be addressed.  Councillors voted  to refuse the application on the basis of the facts presented in its current form.
ii) Decisions:  15/04195/COU: Lockley Storage, Lockley Villa Farm, Wistanswick, Market Drayton: Part change of use of land for the existing caravan storage facility to include parking for one tractor unit and two low loader trailers  Decision: Grant Permission

iii) Notification of the Inspector’s report regarding the SAMDev plan: Councillors noted that the Inspector’s report has been received.  Clerk to send copy to Cllr Maddox.

Housekeeping:

i)  Reports from Representatives for external bodies as appropriate: Cllr Swaithes reported back from RAF Shawbury: Less well attended. Only one complaint has been received since March via SC; 165 received at Shawbury direct.  Only one complaint from Tern Hill.  Hi-Vis vests recommended for horse riders.  Helicopters may be replaced in March 16 which will reduce noise.  Hi Vis equipment for horse riders  is available free of charge from Shawbury upon application.
Cllr Dams reported from the LJC: Youth commissioning for the Market Drayton area is ongoing.  Youth club running for 2 nights per week.  Other funding being investigated for the remaining £13000.  9th Dec public meeting in Festival Centre: big conversation being held by SC relating to cuts.  
ii) Public speaking protocol – discuss/adopt: Cllr Jackson requested feedback from the Councillors regarding the two versions proposed.  Cllr Dams put forward a recommendation for a shorter version as per MD TC.  Clerk reminded council members that matters included in standing orders need to be referred to. Defer to January.  
iii) Casual vacancy update – Resignation of Councillor A Bates: The Chair referred to the resignation of Cllr Bates which is a great disappointment .  Cllr Jackson proposed vote of thanks for her 18 years of service .  
iv) Place plans: Cllrs noted SC communication that there will be no formal update this year.
