Cllrs Cope and Jeffrey to lead on roads.  Cllr George now on village hall committee.  Cllr Palmer is the PC rep on village hall committee.

	Environmental Matters/Nature reserve: Update email from Lynn Preece.  Tree planting put off until November. New fishing season – contract has rolled over under Ashfield.  Things running well.

	Flood Resilience Scheme: Insurance has just been renewed.  ACTION: Clerk to check that this covers the £7K of flood items and had public liability.

	Highways and public rights of way: Pathway at the back of Lowdham Caravans has been cleared.  Cllr Jeffrey has reported 2 large potholes that have appeared on the bridge. VIA have been out to look at these.  Sep/Oct 25 - A6097 should be resurfaced.  Cllr George going to meet Ross Marshall regarding ditches.

	Village Hall, Play park and playground: Cllr Jeffrey reported from AGM for village hall last week, monthly bar is helping with finances.  Need more volunteers.  Car park repairs are an ongoing issue but the estimated cost is significant.  
Cllr Cope reported that he visited Tom Browns to discuss the defibs – but subsequently the electric supply has been disconnected.  The defib works fine, but the box will need reconnecting for the winter.  ACTION: Cllr Cope to get contact for project manager.

	Website update: Ready to go live but a domain name needs choosing.  It was resolved to go for GunthorpeParishCouncil.gov.uk.  ACTION: Clerk to fill form and send off.  Cllr George interested in doing the training as well as NC.
