Apologies for absence 
Apologies for absence were received from councillors Cooke and Philipson. 

Planning Matters
2021/2426/01/DET - The Manor House
Representatives of The Manor House were present to explain to members the proposed extension to the Care Home on Princes Road. Members were provided with visualizations of the development as well as floor plans of the interior. Members had no objection to the proposal
2022/0283/01/HOU – 6 Easedale Avenue, Melton Park: erection of first floor extension over existing garage to side and 2 storey extension to rear. Members expressed concern over-potential over-development and suggested a single storey extension to rear would be preferred.
2022/0217/01/HOU – 54 Ascot Drive, North Gosforth: erection of single storey extension to side including rooflights and alterations to elevations – No Objection

Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held on 16 February 2022 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting 
· It was agreed that a plaque be provided for one of the bench seats in memory of John Gray.
· There had been no response from the Cycle Group regarding the proposed changes to cycle lanes in the city centre.

Scout Hut Lease
The Chair gave feedback from the meeting with Scout Group representatives at which proposed changes to the lease were discussed. Further consideration was to be given to those proposed changes prior to a further meeting, As it was understood that the land was not registered, it was thought that ownership should be confirmed and that the land could be given to the Scout Group rather than a lease agreement.

Trees and Planting update
Councillor Duell gave an update on the replacement trees to be planted, with the Cherry trees costing £196 each and Hornbeam £120. The cost of the necessary tree maintenance at the Melton Park shops was as yet unknown.

It was agreed to ask Robertson to trim the hedge at top of Greenfield Road.
Members noted that the damaged trees on Great North Road had been replaced.

Community Champions
Members noted the good work undertaken by volunteers in the Low Gosforth Court area.

Meetings with Newcastle City Council Chief Executive
Members noted the dates of meetings arranged with Mrs Smith and agreed to prepare points to be raised with her.

Police Matters
The Chair advised that the ward councillors were trying to re-establish meetings with the police and that Parish Council representation at thos meeting would be possible.
