Minutes of the Parish Council’s Annual General Meeting held on Wednesday, 12th September 2018 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

RAF Shawbury: Corporal Alex Otley
78.18. Welcome and Public Session.
The Chairman welcomed members, the liaison officer from RAF Shawbury and nine Parishioners to the Parish Council meeting and in doing so agreed with leave of the Parish Council suspended standing orders. This was to allow time for questions and comments on the planning application 18/03759/FUL recently received. The application is for Land and Buildings to the North West Of, Ollerton Lane, Ollerton, Market Drayton. The application is for the retrospective change of use of agricultural land for recreational motorsport (60 days per annum); including the use of agricultural buildings as a reception come briefing room. The applicant and objectors both addressed the Parish Council in turn about the merits and concerns of the proposed recreational motorsport use of the site.  Several positives in terms of leisure and recreational enjoyment were emphasized about the application on the one hand and on the other concerns focused around issues of noise, disturbance, vehicle movements and parking.
Corporal Alex Otley from RAF Shawbury then addressed the meeting and highlighted the recent 100 year freedom parades at Shrewsbury, Wem and Market Drayton which had been received very well. The Corporal then went on to explain that two community projects had been identified at Dutton Close Play Park and Wollerton countryside site for RAF trainees.
The Chairman thanked everyone for their input closing the Public Session and moving onto the next items of business with the reinstatement of standing orders.

79.18. Apologies for absence:  







 

The following members and Parish Partners had sent their apologies, Cllr P Farmer (business commitments), Cllr R Wright (holiday), Cllr Mrs S Planton (family commitments), Cllr P Butters (work commitments) and West Mercia Police: PC Alan Ambrose (leave day). The apologies were accepted.
80.18. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: None raised. 
81.18. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 1st August 2018:
Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr K Beardmore seconded that the minutes subject to the deletion of the following sentence at minute 72.18; ‘That the path way be constructed of crushed stone’ and a correction at minute 76.18.4 to read ‘K G Goodwin’ were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
82.18. Matters arising from the minutes: 
1. Members agreed with Cllr K Newby that the subject of parking at the school be left in abeyance unless local Parishioners raised it as a concern directly with the Parish Council.
2. That the email response from Shropshire Highways be circulated to members.

83.18. Ollerton Pound.
Further discussions had been held with the land owners of the Pound (Pinfold) at Ollerton about potential Parish Council access to the site, this has been refused on health and safety grounds. The asking price for the site is economically unsustainable and the cost of a valuation via the District Valuer is unaffordable. Members agreed to approach Shropshire Council again and potentially English Heritage in terms of what actions they have available in terms of the repair and maintenance of the structure.
84.18. Old Tip at Wistanswick. 
A hardcopy report from 2004 had been found in old files setting out the history and potential improvement to the old tip site at Wistanswick locally known as ‘the Spinney’. In light of this report and the four year programme to eliminate Japanese Knotweed from the site Cllr Mrs S Bartram proposed and Cllr K Newby seconded that the site be added to the asset register at a value of £2,500 in line with the auditors recommendations; and that actions again be started to formally register the site in the medium term with the Land Registry. Member’s unanimously agreed the course of action. 
85.18. Grange Lane sign Eaton upon Tern.
Cllr K Newby raised with members an item from the recent AGM held by the Eaton upon Tern Community Committee on the 16/7/18 about the missing sign for Grange Lane. Some research of the files has been undertaken and a decision has been identified from minutes from 1997 for Grange Lane off the ‘square’ at Eaton. This is further supported from a cheque payment made for works and signage to Shropshire’s contractors at the time on the 20/08/97. The sign was erected then and it would appear taken down some five or six years ago by person(s) unknown. The issue raised at the AGM relates to the lane being named ‘Old School Lane’ as an argument has been forwarded that the original naming did not take place. The evidence contradicts this view and any new lane name would involve the re-consultation of all the properties including re- naming and re-numbering for example for the Post Office. Members agreed that the Parish Council might look to fund a new name plate and its erection if local Parishioners affected paid for all the other costs involved and that this position be communicated to the Eaton upon Tern Community Committee.

86.17. Dutton Close: new landowner

The Chairman and Vice Chairman had prior to this evenings meeting met with the new owners of the development land for twenty five properties off Dutton Close, Stoke Heath. The owners, Edgeway homes have undertaken other developments within Shropshire and are keen to work with the Parish Council. They are undertaking some initial activates in terms of the site in preparation of submitting reserved matters and have indicated they would want to do a display and presentation to the Parish Council in due course. 
87.18. Newsletter 
Cllr Mrs S Bartram thanked members for the recent delivery of the newsletter and indicated that editions still needed advertisers and sponsors and that the Parish Council may have to potentially have to subsidies editions in future. Some suggestions were made about possibly including important contact numbers similarly to Waters Upton.
88.18. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

The next Task Force meeting has been set for the 7th December 2018, although a Shropshire officers meeting with the MOD has be scheduled for later in the week. Once any updated information becomes available this will be circulated to the Parish Council.
89.18. Neighbourhood Plan update.
The Neighbourhood Plan Regulation 16 consultation was underway through Shropshire Council details of which are available within the newsletter.
90.18. Cemetery developments.

Members were updated on the cemetery developments and potential options since the last meeting by Cllr K Newby. After due discussion on potential contractors Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr D Moore seconded that the Premier Servicing quote be accepted for tarmac on the frontage and footpath and that the contractor be instructed to secure a permit for working in the verge from Shropshire Council at an additional cost of £150. One being put to the vote members agreed unanimously.  Members further agreed that the Clerk attend SALC training when available on the management and running of cemeteries and this be taken into account by the audit subcommittee when looking at the Clerks contract and terms and conditions.
91.18. Highway Maintenance:
1. Speeding on the A41 remains a series issue. The Chairman agreed there was a need to talk with neighbouring Parish Council’s in order to build an evidence based case for investment. Members also agreed that the Shropshire Safer Roads Partnership be contacted and that Steve Brown the most senior officer from Shropshire be invited to a future meeting to discuss the subject. Shropshire Councillor Mrs Karen Calder agreed to circulate the most up to date data on road accidents for circulation to the Parish Council. 
92.18. Financial Matters: 
1. Budget update: Members received the updated budget outturn which was noted.
2. Payments: The payments for approval were tabled and members agreed the amounts for payment below.

1. Local Housing Needs application: An application for support has been made by the agent of Miss Susan David of Villa Farm has been made to the Parish Council. Members felt able to support the application for strong local need based on five eligible criteria.
2. Langley Dale mirror: correspondence between Shropshire Council and the Parish Council about putting back the missing mirror at Langley Dale had again been raised. 

3. Members agreed that the information received from the Police and Crime Commissioner with reference to the Smartwater scheme be referred to the Community Champion groups across the parish for consideration.
