Employees and Chairs Reports.
Members’ considered the report of the Street Orderly, copies of which had been previously circulated to members.
The Chairman reported that Cllr. C McKemey had been nominated for the RCC Unsung Hero Award and had been selected as a finalist the award taking place at the King Power Stadium in October.

The Chairman commented on the defibrillator training that had been organised at the Hart of Fleckney Bowls Club which she had attended and which was very good.

The Chairman also reported on the Parish Liaison Meeting put on by the Police which she had found a very informative two hours. There were around fifty people/parish councils in attendance with the main theme being the funding cuts which the Police was having to make. The Chairman ran through the slides that had been provided on the evening and highlighted the main points that the Chief Constable and the 
Police and Crime Commissioner had made. One point that had been made by the Chief Constable was that he had sent out a direction that officers were not to attend parish council meetings as this was not considered to be the best use of the limited resources that were available. In view of this it was suggested that it might be useful to have a member specifically designated to liaise with the Police. It was agreed that this should be considered at the next meeting.

Proposed Residential Development – 61 Leicester Road.

The Clerk submitted a letter from IPS Estate Agents Ltd, copies of which had been previously circulated to members, asking for comments on the proposal to provide 24 dwelling at 61 Leicester Road and on the paddock land to the rear.  The proposal included a new access off Leicester Road as well as areas of hard and soft landscaping.

Resolved that the following comments be made in respect of the proposed development:
“In principle the Parish Council will support applications for residential development of small infill sites in the Village where it can be demonstrated that the size and scale of any development will not have an adverse or detrimental impact on adjacent properties and the access onto the highway is of a sufficient standard to safely cater for the anticipated volume of vehicles entering and leaving the site.

There is a concern that the close proximity of the proposed new access onto Leicester Road to the existing entrance to the Sports Centre, Bowls Club and Recreation Ground, which at times is extremely busy, will cause safety issues for both vehicles and pedestrians. The upgrading of the existing access road to the Sports Centre, Bowls Club and Recreation Ground would provide a much better solution and access into the site and is something that should be considered.

There is also some concern about the types of dwellings being proposed and the density. The HDC SHLAA identified this site as having capacity for 14 dwellings based on 30 dwellings per hectare. The current proposal for 24 units is well in excess of this figure. With the house types regard needs to be had to the recent Housing Needs Survey carried out by HDC for Fleckney which identified a need for 26 affordable and open market dwellings to meet local needs over the next five years in the Village with a predominance of smaller units i.e. two and three bedroom units. This was reinforced by the recent householder survey undertaken as part of the preparation of the Fleckney Neighbourhood Plan.

No information has been provided regarding boundary treatment. This needs to be dealt with sensitively, particularly on the boundary with the properties on Leicester Road. In addition a secure boundary is essential where the site borders the adjacent land owned by the Parish Council.”
