· It has been reported that the cuts to rail services, following the launch of an enhanced rail timetable in May 2021 are due to rolling stock and staffing issues. There is no known date as to when a normal service will be resumed
· It was agreed with both Councilors and the Parish Council not to progress the plan for barriers across two car parks, to avoid unintended consequences. The situation regarding unauthorised use by motor homes will be reviewed and considered in 12 months’ time.
