	Apologies for absence
An apology for absence was received from Councillors Alderson 
and Knight.

	Issues raised by members of the public
· Concern was expressed over the overgrown alleyway, Westfield Avenue. Cllr Down undertook to raise it with the City Council.
· Difficulty in using the footpaths on Brookside due to cars parking on the footpaths and overhanging shrubs and trees. Cllr Down indicated that a walkabout the village with City Council Officers was planned and this and other issues would be raised and a solution sought.
· In amswer to concerms over the limited items for very young children in the Play Park, it was confirmed that the City Council was to upgrade the Play Park.
· Concern was expressed regarding the poor grass cutting in the village, with the play field overgrown.
· The shrubs outside the Dentist’s were overgrown and prevented motorists from seeing oncoming traffic at the junction.
· A resident volunteered to trim the grass at the base of the tree trunks on Front Street.
· Concern was again expressed regarding the speed of traffic through the village and it was suggested that a 20mph limit plus speed humps should be requested.
