Welcome and Public Session

The Vice Chair welcomed all Councillors, Unitary Cllr Davies and the six members of the public present to the Meeting and opened the Public Session at 7:30pm. A representation was received from a member of the public on the subject of the Highways report from Shropshire Council regarding 14/03661/OUT.  A resident from Sydnal Lane  queried safety of Syndal Lane access and egress.  Councillors discussed the accident history in this area: no accidents have been recorded by the Police in the last 3 years which has been confirmed by the Highways Department.  Another resident raised the Highways comment to planning applications made in March and the Parish Council’s original response to those application.  Another resident also commented on highway safety in/at the Syndal Lane junction.

Election of a Chair person: Cllr  Dams nominated Cllr Jackson to be Chair. Seconded by Cllr B Hill, all agreed.  Cllr Jackson duly accepted and signed the Acceptance of Office form as required.

Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 29th July 2015 Cllr  Hill proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate copy, seconded by Cllr Dams, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda): Cllr Swaithes confirmed that the army are still outstanding in having the lights in Hedley Way repaired.  Cllr Swaithes is monitoring this.

Unitary Councillor’s report: Busy time of year strategic licensing, pensions and full council meetings to attend.  Cllr Swaithes asked if a collection of cardboard will be scheduled.  Alternative vehicles were needed when this was first mooted some time ago.  Will endeavour to achieve an update.  Cllr Jackson enquired as to whether the Parish Councils are ever likely to be consulted on local licensing matters.  The PC is entitled to make enquiries.  Representations can be made by interested parties.

Councillors circulated the plans and considered the proposals.  No objections were raised nor suggestions put forward.  Agreed to support the application.

iii) Residential Development – Land to North of Sydnall Lane, Woodseaves (ref. 14/03661/OUT): Cllr Dams left the meeting.
Request for comments in response to Highways Dept report. Councillors reviewed the email request for comments received from the case officer.  It was noted that this has been called to committee for decision by Cllr Davies.  Cllrs considered the information and discussed whether it would be appropriate to continue with their original support of the application and allow the decision be made by Planning Committee. Cllrs discussed the reported speeding issues.  Cllr Maddox proposed that the determination be made by Committee, seconded by Cllr Hill, all agreed.  Councillors agreed that the Highways issues should be debated at the highest determining level.  Cllr Dams returned to the Meeting.
