3. Declarations of INTEREST
2.1
Link sent to Councillors to complete Register of Interests online. Clerk will resend link as a number of Councillors have not yet completed.  
4. To approve and sign the Minutes

4.1 It was resolved "THAT THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD 23rd SEPTEMBER 2021 BE APPROVED AND SIGNED BY CHAIRMAN”– Proposed: Cllr Jesty, 2nd Cllr Kell.  Unanimously approved..
5. MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
4.1
Ben from Twisted cider spoke regarding his application.  Explaining that the application was applied in September but had not yet been registered until now.  There was indication that signs had not been put up as promised, but this would not happen until the application had been approved.  Councillors suggested that further communication with Bradford Lane residents would be beneficial.  Traffic safety was raised and this is an area that Highways will be commenting on to determine safety.  There was considerable support from the public for this application from those present.
6. FINANCIAL MATTERS & GRANTS
6.1 The demand for Precept to be requested by 31st January 2021 was discussed.  A draft budget had been circulated prior to the meeting.  The budget items were individually agreed.  Extra purchased items were discussed with £1500.00 to put against the purchase of a replacement SID machine.  There was strong discussion regarding money to be budgeted against the village hall development, for items such as benches, solar panels, signage for parking etc.  A number of Councillors felt that the £10000.00 budget agreed for the 2020 should be a one off allocation.  There was concern at the continued high level of precept for parishioners and asked that the money could be allocated from reserves.  

Cllr Lonsdale felt that his concerns were not being considered and submitted his resignation from the Council with immediate effect.

6.2 After further discussion it was proposed “THAT CAMVALE PARISH COUNCIL DEMAND A PRECEPT OF £18,585.00, WITHIN THIS DEMAND £8,200.00 WOULD BE PUT AGAINST THE BUDGET FOR THE VILLAGE HALL DEVELOPMENT”.  Proposed: Cllr Kell,  2nd Cllr Jesty.  Unanimously approved..

5.2
Cllr Jesty will arrange for the funds from Holnest Parish Council to be transferred to the CamVale Parish Council account.  This money would be ring fenced within the accounts for expenses in Holnest.  – 
5.3
PKF report on AGAR completion and report circulated to Councillors.  2 matters were drawn to the attention of Council 1. The period to exercise public rights was less than 30 consecutive working days in length and notice regarding the period for this was not published before the start of the period.  2. The smaller authority did not provided adequate explanation for the variance between the prior and current years values in Box 5 of Section 2.  Or an adequate explanation for the level of high reserves.   


The Clerk had circulated the explanations given and it was felt by Councillors to have been adequate.  Provision for more detail will be made for the next audit.

In this case CVPC will leave the decision to DC to decide based upon its merits.

DEPOT SITE UPDATE 
New Community Hall - Wildewood Rise (Depot Site) Update
Although it was hoped that building work would have commenced before now a series of minor delays to do with agreeing the final contract details and the associated build specification has held things up. However, these are close to being agreed between the solicitors, so work should start soon!

· The draft contract plus associated specification has mostly been agreed by all three parties – CVPC, Village Hall Trustees, Contractor.

· A legal agreement for the gradual transfer of the existing VH to the build contractor has also been agreed with all interested parties.

· The cost of interfacing the New Community Hall with the Aster site eg. replacing the drainage flow control mechanism has been agreed and allowed for.

· Sufficient funds just exist to cover the contract although there is very little margin for unforeseen items.

Fred Kendall raised his concerns regarding traffic and parking that happens at the new Village Hall site.  Look at provision for no parking signs that could be erected.  Cllr Williams indicated that CVPC are aware of the problems and very keen to work with residents to resolve the problem.
