3. Declarations of Interest: None
4. Approve Minutes of the Meetings on 21st March and 5th April:  Accepted as accurate. Resolved Unanimous (EG/PW)  
5. Matters Arising:
a) Parish Plan and Housing Needs Survey: The Housing Needs Survey Report has not been completed yet.  Cllr Whittaker has reviewed the last Parish Plan and asked the clerk to circulate with the Housing Needs Report and to advertise for Parish Plan committee members again in Ripples and the website.
b) [bookmark: _Hlk9348975]Community Infrastructure Levy and Bus Shelter:  The Village Hall Committee have agreed for the Bus Shelter to be sited in the East Car Park. The Clerk has asked if a planning application is necessary. The Committee will discuss with neighbours of the hall. It was agreed that the CIL (£491.43) be used for this purpose. Resolved Unanimous (CR/EG).
c) Adopt Standing Orders: Resolved Unanimous (MF/RG)
d) Broadband on the Hope: A resident of The Hope had written to the Clerk clarifying the problem.  The Clerk had investigated and agreed that there appeared to be few options except possibly satellite broadband.  Cllr Motley will look into the matter with Connecting Shropshire.  
e) Flooding on The Hope: The Clerk reported on an email from Shropshire Council and will send the series of emails to Cllr Motley.  Cllr Whittaker expressed her dismay at the length of time it has taken for a resolution to this problem.
f) Defibrillator Replacement Costs: It was decided that the public should be alerted to the need to raise funds for replacement of the defibrillators in the future rather than expect this to be raised via an increase in the Parish Precept. 
g) Notice Board Repairs: A quote for repairs to the notice boards had been received. It was agreed to use the contingency fund with a ceiling of £400.  Resolved Unanimous (MF/JW)
h) Review Risk Assessment: Resolved Unanimous (JW/PJ).
i) Review Code of Conduct: The Code of Conduct was adopted. Councillors completed Disclosable Pecuniary Interest Forms.
