There are various things that can be added to your photos and various ways of doing
this. Here are some examples:

1) URL: Although it would be quite
easy for someone to crop this
out of the image and claim it as
their own if they were really
determined.

2) Watermark: These are often
more intrusive to the image;
they could still be cropped out,
and may be too light to read if
you are not careful.

3) Copyright: ©....[your name] and the date  © ivour name]: 2014
can be added to the picture _

There are a few applications that can help you
add these items to your pictures, some within the
photo editing software like Photoshop and
Elements, and some you may wish to purchase,
so it will depend on how important it is for you to
determine how much you would like to spend.

Item 3 above was created using tools available in a standard installation of Windows
and MS Office, without additional costs. To add © to your text, use the [Ctrl][Alt]C at
the same time.

To find out more about other ways of adding Watermarks etc, Google: “how to create
watermarks for photos”, then select the item that most closely matches your needs.

Grafty Gourmet

This is a take on Steak Diane, the famous dish served in French and "Continental"
restaurants. Instead of the traditional pounded steaks for Steak Diane, I prefer using
1-inch-thick beef fillet.

Filet Steaks with Brandy Cream Sauce

Ingredients (Serves 2)

2 x 1- to 1-1/4-inch-thick pieces fillet 1/4 cup brandy

beef (about 7-1/2 ounces each) 1/2 cup beef stock

salt and freshly ground black pepper 1/2 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce
1 tablespoon vegetable oil (if not using 2 teaspoons Dijon mustard

a cast-iron pan) 1/2 cup double cream

1 tablespoon unsalted butter 1/2 to 1 teaspoon fresh lemon juice

3 tablespoons finely chopped shallots

1. Season each steak generously with salt and pepper. Heat a heavy-based
(preferably cast-iron) frying pan on a high heat. (Add the 1 tablespoon vegetable
oil if not using cast iron). Test by touching the edge of one steak to the pan
surface; it will sizzle briskly when ready. Immediately drop in the steaks and sear
one side for 2 minutes. Sneak a peek to see if the first side is nicely browned. If
not, continue to sear that side for another minute or so. Flip the steaks and sear
the other side for 2 to 3 minutes. Reduce the heat to medium, cook for another 2
minutes, flip, and cook for another 1 to 2 minutes (for medium rare). Cook for
longer if you prefer your steaks more “well done”. Transfer the steaks to a warmed
oven (not on, but pre-warmed) and let them rest, covered loosely with foil, while
you make the sauce.

2. To make the pan sauce: Return the unwashed pan to medium heat. Add the butter
and let it melt. Add the shallots and cook, stirring, until tender, 1 to 2 minutes. Add
the brandy and stir with a wooden spoon, scraping up any browned bits stuck to
the pan. Add the stock and Worcestershire sauce, raise the heat to medium high,
and bring to a boil. Whisk in the mustard and then the cream. Continue to cook at
a boil, stirring, until reduced to a saucy consistency, 3 to 5 minutes. Taste the
sauce and season with salt, pepper, and lemon juice. Serve the steaks with the
sauce.

Christian Message - November 2014

This year Remembrance Sunday will be especially poignant as we are marking the
centenary of the beginning of the First World War.

The horrors of that war remain fresh in our memory through all the documentaries,
novels and films that we have been seeing during the year. Many have made
pilgrimages to France and Belgium to visit the cemeteries where the dead were buried
— vast areas of graves stretching into the misty distance — so many, it is difficult to
encompass the reality of the numbers who died in that conflict — 20 million dead and
40 million casualties.

We read of the complicated manoeuvrings that led up to the war — the politicians,
each with their own agendas and desire for power, the jockeying that made the
outbreak of war inevitable, and the final incident — the assassination of Archduke
Franz Ferdinand at Sarajevo on the 28" of June 1914.

A ‘war to end all wars'! Such was the hope, and the Cenotaph, bearing the words *the
glorious dead designed by Sir Edward Lutyens, was erected in 1920. The word
Cenotaph meaning an empty tomb, was to commemorate the dead who are buried
elsewhere.

And yet, twenty years later, the world was at war again. Since then we have had wars
in Vietnam, the Balkans, Korea, Israel, Indo China, the Gulf, Afghanistan, Serbia, Iraq,
Spain, Indo China — the list goes on. It is estimated that in the 20™ century no less
than 120 million people died in conflicts

As we look at the dire situation in the middle east, we cannot help but reflect that
there are similarities with the situation in 1914 when the different countries were
jostling for power. Today, there is a more sinister aspect in that much of the conflict
relates to the religious ideologies of the Sunnis and the Shias —many of whom have
misinterpreted the tenets of Islam to their own ends. Their ideological differences are
so tangled up with the nationalist aspirations of the different groups that it is almost
impossible to work out the best way forward without causing further mayhem. The
politicians need our prayers that intervention by the west will not lead to further
problems.

Some ask should we intervene? Is there such a thing as a ‘just war’? When we think
of the horrors perpetrated by the Nazis, and the equally appalling horrors being
inflicted by ISIS, there are few of us who would deny that war is sometimes justified.

So where does our Christian faith come in? Jesus knew all about the conflict in Israel,
and said, 'Blessed are the peacemakers.” Then he said, You have heard it said, Love
your neighbour and hate your enemy. But I tell you, Love your enemy and pray for
those who persecute you, that you may be sons of your Father in heaven.



On another occasion he said, 'You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart,
and with all your soul, and with all your mind. This is the first and great
commandment, And the second is like it. You should love your neighbour as yourself.

On our own we can do little to help solve the major world problems that are
confronting us. But we can each work to live peaceably and in harmony with our
neighbours, and entrust the future to God.

Looking out of my kitchen window I see each morning a huge and beautiful chestnut
tree. It has grown from some conkers that my son, aged nine, threw into the corner
of the garden some forty years ago. Without help from any of us, one of the conkers
has grown into this majestic tree — a miracle of God’s Creation.

So, let us thank God, in the midst of the horrors around us, for all the glories of His

creation and for His love. St Paul said, ‘neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers,

nor things present nor things to come, nor height nor depth nor anything else in all
creation will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Curried Parsnip Soup Recipe.

By request I include my easy recipe used at the recent Harvest Supper.

Serves 4-6

25g/1oz butter 1.5ltrs chicken stock (Oxo cubes)
675g parsnips, peeled & finely diced Juice of half of lemon

1 medium onion, finely chopped salt & black pepper

1 tablespoon curry powder ( korma or Optional — single cream or natural
mild). You may use hotter if preferred. yoghurt (I did not us this at the

1 teaspoon garam Masala Harvest Supper)

Melt butter in large pan & sauté the onion & parsnips over a low heat for 3 mins. Add
curry powder, garam Masala and cook for a further 3mins.Stir continuously to
prevent sticking. Add chicken stock and lemon juice, bring to the boil and then
reduced heat to simmering for approx. 45 minutes.

Remove from heat & allow to cool slightly and either liquidize or sieve the soup.

Reheat gently when required & add cream or yoghurt prior to serving. Do not let it
bail.
