	Cllr A Wheeler had forwarded her comments by email, saying that her concerns are with traffic congestion both in and out, impacting on the Battlefield roundabout and Whitchurch Road, which are already heavily congested at peak hours. 

	A lengthy discussion took place in which the councillors referred to a number of documents that had been uploaded on Shropshire Council Planning Portal (in relation to this planning application).  The council discussed their responsibility not only to residents but to all road users,
	expressing concern for:

1. The safety of pedestrians and vehicle users. 

2. Increase in traffic and congestion were thought to be a major concern in an area already experiencing congestion. 

3. Validity of old 2017 data for traffic assessment seriously questioned. The Council questioned the validity of data from 2017 used for assessing figures. Much new housing and increased traffic issues has arisen especially pre March 2020 Covid lockdown. The Council also noted that the North West Relief Road had not been taken into consideration, submitted to Shropshire Council Planning in February this year. It is The Council’s opinion that more recent data should be used when making such assessments. Therefore this assessment is seriously flawed.

4. Number of “new / prime” trips suspiciously low. Assessment states only 10% will be “New” trips. It is believed that the vast majority of Tesco’s traffic are “New” trips. 

5. Northern Relief Road not accounted for, at all. This is mentioned again, at it will create such a significant increase in traffic on top of what of what this application will create.

6. Significant increase in Litter
