i) League of Friends - invited guest speakers

Came to seek the support of LPC with regard to the broadening of Health facilities in the Ludford Area, in particular the Eco Park ( originally sited for a brand new hospital) LOF have a regular meeting with local MP Stuart Anderson, they meet several times a year and this is a well backed drive from the group to push for services to be provided on the current NHS owned land in Ludford ( The Eco Park and Park & Ride area) Additional Health provision is desperately required in this area to prevent long distance travel and reduce waiting lists.


Cllr Phil Middleton volunteered to be LPCs representative at the meetings

Previous minutes and information will be forwarded to the Clerk and circulated asap.

Cllr Liddle, Chair, thanked LOF for attending and confirmed that LPC will look forward to liaising with them in the future. She also discussed the Ludford Parish Plan and funding for additional services at the Eco Park through CiL

ii) Debbie Vivers – Ludlow 21 group
     Came along to the meeting to invite Councillors to a screening of an environmental awareness /climate crisis film to be screened at THE BLUE BOAR PH, Ludlow on Tuesday 5th May at 7.30pm. This is for invitees only at this stage as places are limited, however, the film will be rolled out across Ludlow and surrounding area thereafter.
iii) Park Road Residents

Parking problems in the lane due to excess of vehicles. Some are residents but most are visitors or non-residents parking along the lane. Residents are concerned that Emergency Vehicles would have very limited access at times. Residents asked LPC for help.

Cllr Stephen Liddle (also a resident of Park Road) confirmed that as the road is adopted Highway then any solutions do in fact lie with the Highways Authority – in this case, Shropshire Council.

Unitary Councillor Viv Parry was in attendance at the meeting and suggested that the clerk contact Simon D’Vali at Shropshire Highways for assistance with improved signage. Councillors also suggested that residents keep photographic evidence for now on to supply to Shropshire Council. It was also suggested that an invitation 

should be sent to the Highways team at Shropshire to attend and discuss Parking at the next LPC meeting.

Cllr Imogen Liddle ( also of Park Road) confirmed that in 2005/6 LPC voted not to be added into the Shropshire Council parking scheme which affects other local properties outside the Parish. All councillors agreed that this would be compromised if parking restrictions such as painted boxes or yellow lines were added to Park Road.

Cllr Parry confirmed that a new contract has been undertaken by Shropshire Council and to check that any litter bin collection quotes would stand with the new contractor Kier.
