Maintenance:-
1) Repairs on the footpath outside 4 Kelmarsh Road – the keystones have not been put in straight and are very dangerous.  Steve Whelton from DDC visited the site in October.  No update received to date. Email sent 11th July 2016.


The clerk to ask that this is investigated when the footpath by the felled tree is repaired. From SW - I’m aware of the issue outside No 4 and will follow up on that too. Regrettably I have a lot on so won’t be able to do anything at Kelmarsh Road for a while. It is on the to-do list though.
2) The drain by Church Farm – the brickwork needs checking. 768786 Works have been instructed to replace the cover and frame and re-build this gully.  Works will be undertaken within 12 weeks. COMPLETE
3) Passing place on Desborough Road between the 2nd and 3rd cattle grid on the left hand side going away from Arthingworth – a very deep pothole requires maintenance.  It is very dangerous, especially when full of water. 768771/ 821538 Work instructed to repair c/way defects to be completed within 4 months. Works ticket closed – the PC think the land is privately owned.
4) Road sign knocked down outside Forge Cottages by JD Excavations – 820195 – to be completed within 3 months. COMPLETE
5) Harrington Road – numerous potholes and some subsidence at the sides. 821539 Work instructed to repair c/way defects to be completed within 4 months. COMPLETE but road is still a mess.  Possibly needs re-surfacing.
6) Kelmarsh Road, outside 1 Sunnybank – blocked drain. 821543 Under investigation.  Area Technician already aware of reported issue, a works order to be raised.  Start/completion dates not available at present time. No action – call closed 16/9.  The clerk to ask why no action is to be taken.
7)  Wall on land at Kelmarsh Road – Still being investigated by DDC and the Environment Agency.
8)  Harrington Road by Rabbithill Spinney – deep hole where the road has dropped away. 840752

9)  Braybrooke Road towards the last cattle grid going towards Braybrooke.
