001/22. Welcome by the Chairman.
The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting. Councillors were reminded that any changes to their register of interests be reported to BDBC.
002/22. Draft minutes for approval.
The minutes were approved and signed as a true record. Additional notes from December 2020 were removed and Cllr. Whitfield requested that the typing error of ‘H. Hertz’ be corrected.
003/22. Matters arising and not appearing on the agenda.
No matters were raised.
004/22. Borough Councillor’s report. 
There were no Borough Councillors present.
005/22. County Councillor’s report.
Cllr. Vaughan was unable to attend but had circulated a report to Councillors in advance of the meeting.

Open Forum

006/22. Roads, footpaths and bridleways.
a.) Update on Highways matters. Although nothing major had been reported to the Council, Cllr. Lowrie noted that the County Council had been efficient at dealing with flytipping.
b.) Update on footpaths and bridleways. Cllr. Keogh was not in attendance so no report was provided. Cllr. Whitfeld asked if the kissing gates by Hannington House were being looked into and Cllr. Keogh would be asked if this was being chased up.
007/22. Open spaces.
a.) To discuss the installation of a flagpole. The silver band had kindly agreed to provide a flagpole and the final quote and timeline for installation would be available next week. The Council had applied for a grant from HCC for a flag. 
b.) Summer Fayre 2022. Cllr. Lowrie had been in communication with the Committee and it was dealing with this. The Council would confirm liability for the event.
008/22.Planning. Comments made by a Parishioner during Open Forum had been noted by the Council. Nothing further to report. 
009/22. Jubilee celebrations. The Council had an allowance in its budget of £500 to assist with celebrations and Cllr. Frost had kindly offered assistance if necessary. The Clerk was asked to check with BHIB that everything would be covered under its insurance schedule.
010/22. Policy reviews.
a.) To review the annual cycle of business. The review was completed. The precept form was also signed by the Council.
b.) To review the complaints procedure, FOI and DP procedures. These were reviewed and no further changes needed.
c.) To review risk register. In process of being updated. 
d.) To review progress with internal auditor recommendations. Cllr. Lowrie reported that every recommendation was being addressed. Cllr. Whitfield had taken on checking financial updates and reports each quarter. Standing orders and financial regulations had been examined by the Clerk. These had been updated two years ago and needed no further changes. Meeting time frames for notice of meetings and minutes was being looked at and the publishing of accounts on the website would be made clearer. The AGAR documents for 20-21 were on the website to view and it was agreed that prior to May, work should commence on the audit. It was agreed that a communal dropbox account would be set up so access to files and bank statements was made easier.
011/22. Finance
a.) To discuss the budget and reserves. The budget had been gone through, amended and approved by the Council (audit costs and village mowing costs had been increased). The Council reserves had been looked at in detail and again amended as needed. This would be finalised and placed onto the website. Cllr. Lowrie raised the issue of climate and asked if anyone had any initiatives or potential projects relating to this to contact the Council. 
b.) Annual review of asset register. The defibrillator was discussed and removed from the asset register as it was not technically the responsibility of the Council. It was agreed that the wellhead should be insured and its valuation on the asset register was adjusted.
c.) Financial report (figures for year thus far on website). 
d.) Payments for approval:
The following payments were approved by the Council and it agreed that Cllrs. Lowrie and Larminie would make and authorise the payments.
